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m&d tha permanent chalrman to the meet-
Ing, was a virtual admission of. this. There
was no earthly excuse for bringing the Texan
to the stand to introduce the permanent
chairman except that he was found to be in a
generous frame of mind affer his defeat, and

it was consldered Important by the friends of
Mr. Bryan {hat some such expression should be
secured from a leader of the Middle-of-the-Road-
ers. The remarks of Mr. Davis were coldly
yecelved by the Southerners, but he was hyster-
fcally applauded by the other side.

ALLEN'S EGONSTIC HARANGUE,

The speech of Benator Allen on taking the
chalr waz simply an egotistic harangue, which
nearly tired to death an already Weary lot of
people, and the Conventlon toward the last was
barely responsive to his telling points. His al-
Jusion to Bryan's candidacy was the only part
of the address that precipitated &ny unusual
howling. .

Among the Middie-Roaders there waa a brisk
opposition to the appointment of & Commilttee of
Conference with the Bllver Convention, but It
developed slowly, #nd Senator Butler's motion
for the appointment of such committee Was
adopted Wwithout a division. Thia s construed
as being the last gasp of opposition on the part
of the straight-outs to a coalition. It now re-
mains to be seen how many of them will take
the Bryan medicine. Twre Is a very ugly feel-
ing up among the Texans and Georglans, and the
talk of a straight ticket with the Omaha plat-
form, is, it anything,, more rampant among this
segment of the Bouthern crowd than it has been

yet.

The lelsurely manner In which the Conven-
tion I8 proceeding, having at the end of the sec-
ond day's sesslon barely succeeded in perfect-
ing a permanent organization has foreibly drawn
attention to the Inexperience of the temporary
presiding officer In handling gatherings lke this
The piteous attempts of the Young North Caro-
lina Senator to carry water on both ghoulders
have o far only resulted in increasing the tetl-
ousneas of the sittings, and In still further
widening the breach that divides the contending
factions In the Convention. In a body of men
where each considers himself a leader and where
there Is an irresistible desire to open the pent-up
floodgates of oratory, a Sitrong and skliful hand
1= required to keep order. This Marion Butler
does not possess. Peevish and valn by turns,
he permitted the Convention to hesitate between
g cheerful and good-natured aqulescence in
his arbitrary and often  wholly indefensible
rulings, and in open and indignant rejections of
his decislons, In the mean time, the more turbu-
lent elementa In the Convention here, by demon-
gtrations, frivolous and otherwise, succeeded in
delaying the dispatch of business. They have
had In this the active, though involuntary as-

sistance of os Incompetent & set of clerks as
ever was called upon to paslst In keeping the
work of a Conventlon straight.

CONVENTION RUN BY “IMBECILES."

As things are golng on now, the Convention
peems “short” of everything except time, and of
that it acts as if it had tons “to burn.” No won-
der that Jerry Simpson, the “gsockless" philoso-
pher of the Kansas prairies, was heard this
morning to remark with some heat that “the
Convention {s run by imbeciles” He may be dis-
posed to change his mind now that Senator Al-
len hias been chosen permanent chalrman. The
discord in the Convention to-day and vesterday,
while In a large measure due to the ignorance of
parliamentary procedure on the part of the dele-
gates, Is easlly traced to the attitnde of watch-
fulnees and susplcion malntained by the differ-
ent factiuns in dealing with each other,

The fact that charges of wholesale bribery
have openly bheen passed, of which an attack by
Mrs. Lease upon Chairman Taubeneck in this
morning's “Chronicle” is a fair sample, serves to
make really irreconcilable differences out of what
at first seamed only trivial discussions. Thus the
members in the Texas delegation view as 8 per-
sonal grievance the consigning of the followere
of “Cyclone’’ Davis to seats in the hall where they
gee little of what Is going on and hear even less.
They are thoroughly convinced that thelr un-
fortunate locdtion is the result of a deep-laid
Bryan plot. and they act accordingly. Their in-
dignation finds vent In protests agninst the de-
cislons of the chalrman, senseless ohstructions
of the business in hand or in ridiculous deman-
strations of deflance hurled with eyelonle energy
against dissenting delegations. Altogether, Texas
furnishes the nolsiest and most turbulent spirits
4n the Conventlon, and there are others,

Ex-Congressman HBaker, of Kaneas, who is
here as &n alternate-at-large, suma uj the situ-
atlon to-night by saying: “Rvervthing is in a
[ of decided unce ‘tainty, It is most diffienit
to thake a forecast. No one ran tell what will
be deneé. There 1s a unanimity of opinion among
the delegates as far gs 1 can see that all ghould

together and have harmony of action, The

Jorthern delegates realize that a Dryan In-
dorgement means a practical absorption of the
Populist party in the South, or, at least, that I8
the way the South locks at it It 1s owing to
this foar on the part of the South that they have
even considered the matter of granting to the
Bogeth some concesalons. What they will be I
capnot say, FPossibly gomething In the line of
a VigmPresident.”

DEMOCRATS MAKE THEMSELVES AT HOME.

The number of Democrats who make them-
pelves comfortable about the Bryan headquar-
ters, is surprisingly large and on the increase,
They do not make themselves congpleuous, but
they are on the increase “just the same."” They
make no stump speeches and take no part In
any demonstration, yet they remein. Jeca-
glofially one of them is caught talking quletly,
yet earnestly, with a Populist, and the subject
of eonversation Is easy to divine, in spite of the
innocent assertions that they were only in-
dulging In generalities. Charles Walsh, who
managed the Boles boom at Chicago, 18 one of
the recent additions to these Democrats. In
spite of the fact that he was the leader of a for-
lorn hope, and manager of a boom that *died
a-bornin’,” he is as great a Bryan enthusiast as
he is an admirer of Iowa's ex-Governor. Judge
McCabe, of Indlana, was also added to the list
to-day. He was the member of the Committes
on Resolutions from Indiana at the Demacratic
Conventlon, and his Democracy cannot be ques-
tioned. When asked what he was doing as a
Democrat in the stronghold of the Popullats, he
said: “Democrat? Why, I am a Populist. We
are all Popullsts now.” And then he added,
“And the Populists are all gond Democrats.”

COMMITTEES TONK THEIR TIME TO REFPORT—

8t. Louls, July 23L—At 10:10 Senator Butler, of
Worth Carolina, the temporary chairman, ealled the
Popullst Conventlon ta order. At that time the body
of the hall was about two-thirds full, and there ware
probably not 20 persons in the galleries. The deputy
sergeants-at-arms et the example of laving arlde
econts and walstcoats anl moving around in ahirt
peeves, Many of the delegates adopted a like cos-
tume, There were several women seated among tho
delegates. The Rev. Mr Smith was relected to taend
in prayer,” and he offered a short petition for “the
blesaing of the Almighty God on this Conventian, on
its members and on & proceciings. May harmony,
unity, fraterniiy and® patriotism characterize all s
proceedings to-day."

The chuirman called for the report of the Commit.
tee on Credentials, but that committes was still un-
prepared to report, and further time was granted
The roll of Rtates Was then ealled for the namig
of the Committeemen on Organizations, Reaslutions
and Notification of Nominees. That operation was
slow and occupled much time, While It was going
on more of the delegates took advantige of the
opportunity to lay nside coats and walstcoals for
the heat was oppressive, and most of them fanned
themsalves with palm fans, hats and partiaily folded
newspapers. The Kansas delegntes used fans em-

BENATORS ON THE PLATFORM.

gtamp bore the heading (in Populistic spelling): “In-
dependence, Freedom and Proaperity.”

The namea of the proposed committeemen having
all been sent In, those on permanent organigation
were requested by the chalrman at 10:5) a. m. to re-
tire for- consultation, While the eall of commities-
men was golng on, there was a sudden outburst
of cheering all over the hall. It was caused by the
trruption of a small party of Texas delegates headed
by two bearers of p banner Inscribed with the words
“Middle of the Road; Straight Popullst Tlcket."” A
majority of delegates arose and cheered and shout-
ed, and waved hats and fans, and the spectalors
in the gallery joined In the shouts and cheerlng.

From the gallery behind the stand a fiight of blue
cards descended, on which was printed a financial
plank proposed for the Middle-of-the-tond people
by three of the Arkansas delegates—George M. Jack-
gon, J. W. Rellison and Isaac M. MeCracker. This
plank was in these words:

A motion was made by & delegate—Crawford, of
Kansas—that the delegate: to the Sllver Conven-
tlon be admitted to this Convention on the presen-
tatlon of thelr hadges.

This motion was greeted with hlsses and shouts
of "No!" It was modified by making it apply only
to the galleries, tut the gergeant-ut-arms Inter-
posed the objection that all the geats in the galler-
{es wera assigned on tickete [gsued, and that besides
there wesra counterfeil budges out. The chalr-
man cut the Gordian knot by rullng the motion
out af order on the ground that it would violate
the contract made with the business men of St
Louis The ruling was loudly applanded,

A motion was made for an inquiry as to why
there wis mo much delay in getting the report of
the Committes on Organlzation, but a member of
the committee gald that the report was being type-
written, and would be presented as soon as pos=si-
ble.

AMr, Washburn, of Massachusetts, offersd the fol-
lowing resolution:

Whersas, We are all Popullsts and deprecate an
attack which has appeared in some of the news-
papers that there 1s a disposition on the part of
any portion of this Convention to refues to abide
by the actlon of the Conventlon; therefore,

Resulved, That we repudiate all such utterances
as n reflection upon the fidelity of the members of
this Convention of the People’s party.

Strong opposition was immediately developed to
this motion on the part of delegates from the
Southern States, and the point of order was maide
that, the Conventlon not being yet permanently or-
ganized, It was out of order, This was followed by
4 mumber of motions, and the chair beeame in-

volved in n hopeless parliamentary tangle, from
which he finally exirieated himself by declaring
the motion tabled.

A motion to take a recess untll 2 o'clock met a
similar fate, althongh it was stated that the Com-
mittee on Credentiale would not be ready to ro-
port until that hour. her motions to take i recess
were voted down or ruled out of order in most ec-
ceatrie fashion without regard to parlinmentary

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STRAIGHT-OUTS OVERTHROWN

THE DATTLE BETWEEN THE BRYAN AND
ANTI-BRYAN FORCES,

NIGHT BESSION OF THE POFULIST CONVENTION A
LIVELY ONE—PARLIAMENTARY PROCEDURE
IGNORED—SENATOR ALLEN'S ELECTION
AND LONG-WINDED HARANGUE ENDS
THE BECOND DAY'S WORK.

Bt. Louts, July 23.—The Convention reassembled
this afternoon during the hottest portion of an op-
pressively hot dey. Most of the delegates put nside
all 1dea of personal dignity or of tne proprictles of
the occaston, and divested themselves of coats,
walgteoats and shirt collars. The Committee on
Credentlals was etill not ready, and the serviees of
the band had to be again called into requisition to

fill up the tedious time of walting.

It wns 8:80 o'clock when Benator Butler called
the Convention to order, and sald that the Com-
mittee on Credentinle was prepared to make a par-
tial report. Thereupon Mr. Wardel), of California,
chalrman of the committes, came to the stand and
submitted a majority report, recommending that
the delegates be recognized {n all the uncontested
cakes; that In the cases of the first seven 1llinols
Congress districts both contestants and eontestecs
be seated with the right to cast half votes, and
that in the ease of Colorndo the delegates known as
the Patterson delegates be seated and cnet the full
votes of the Btate. Minority reports, the chalr-
man stated, woulidl be submitted In these cases.

That purt of the report for the admission of the
delegates whose geals were uncontestod was agreed
to. Mr. Patterson, of Colorado, sald the reason
why It was desired to take up the Colorado ease
first was because thls was the only case where &
whole State delegatlon was contested, and Colo-
rado had forty-five good Populists who desired to
be heard, The Colorado case was then tnkon up,

A Kinens delegate moved that that part of the
report be adopted seating the Patterson delegates,

NOVEL A2818TANTS FOR THE CHAIR,

Under a rule passed at the morning sesslon men
were stationed In the hall to the right and lett of
the Chalr to repeat in audible tones the various
motlons and questions, and this 1ather povel nnd
eecentrie mode of “repeating'’ was put In execu-
tlon on this question.

A delegate made a protest ngalnst acting on the
Colorado case until the minority report on that
cane could be presented to the Conventlon, That
minority report was not yet ready. The protest
was of no avall, and it was ordered that discoussion
b confined to Aifteen minuter for ench side.

Mr. Patterson, of Colorado, nt the reguest of the
delegations from Texus und Georgla, moved that
the Colurudo case b postponed for one hogr, or
until the minority report shoull be ready.  That
motlon was agreed to, and the lllinols case wne
tiken up.  The report of the malority declarvs
that the Taylor delegates from Cook t‘;nlu'ls, Ill..
are not entitled to the <eats, and that the m'm:
testants fre,  The minerlty report e In favor of
the Tuylor deegntes.

Mr. Moran, of Nebraska, moved the adoption of
the minogity report, and Mr. Denning, of Virginia
moved the ndoption of the majority report. Flt:
teen minutes on each slde was allowed for the dis-
cuselon of the Ilinois case, the question being first
on the adoption of the minorfty report,

Mr. Palmer, of Illinois, opened the discussion In
support of the minority report and in faver of
sonting the Taylor delegates.  The contestants, he
wald, did not represent the People’s party of Cook
County, but represented o certain olement In Chi-
cago, He declared that the case had not been de-
elded on Its merita by the Committee on Credon-
tials.

A delegate :ntlmlw‘.l that the “certaln element lu

Chieago” alluded to by Mr, Pnlmer was tha An-
archistic element, but Mr, Pa‘mer disavowed mak-
ing any such charge.

Tho majority report was defended by C. L. Dar-
row, of Illinols, the lawyer who defended Eugeno
Debs.  He sald that he would make no Insinua-
tions where he dared to state no facts, The case,
he declared, had been carefuliy considered last
night by the Committee on Credentinls, and the de.
clslon of the committee was an honest and fair
one., No one hid yet been heard to glve a reason
why that decision should not stand.

JERRY BIMPSON OPPOSES COMPROMISE.

Jerry Simpson, of Kansas, spoke In favor of the
minority report.  He declared that the majority
had made no declslon as to the equitles of the case,
but hnd glmply recommended as o commlities to
give both sets weats, That was not Just. That
was compromise. If the Taylor delegates were
entitled to the seats they should have them, and if
the contestants wera entitled they should have
them. (Applanse.)

The majority report was advocated by Mr. Nor-
ton, of Chicago, although he sald he was in the
position of the preacher, who, when asked why he
did not preach germons upon Heaven, sald: “Well,
prethren, 1 have friends In both places, and do not
want to say anything against them." (Laughter.)
S0 in this case, both the contesiants and contestaes
were his friends, and the beat way was Lo seat both
sets (a8 proposed) and give them half votes.

Mr. Maxwell, chalrman of the Btate Commitiss
of Illinols, advocated the minority report, and gava
a sketch of the diffienlty bhetween the two factions
in Cook County, saying that politics 1h Chicago
were more pecullar than anywhere else on the
Amerfean Continent, except the efty of New-York.

Mr. Halght, of West Virginia, a member of the
Committes on Credentlals, defended the majority
report and declared It the hest thing that could be
done for the Papulist party In the State of 1llinols.

The vote was then talen on the minority report
on the Cook County casge, that the Taylor delegites
are entitled to the seats, the roll of Blates belng
called on the question, The vote was taken in the
most extraordinary manner, Instead of voting aye
or no on the question bhefore them—the adoption of
the minority report—most of the delegations voted
upon both reports at the same time.

HAPHAZARD VOTING.

In this haphazard way the sense of the Conven-
tion was reached an
Jots were cast; For the minority report seating the
Taylor delegates from Cook County, M2 votes; for
the majority report, seating both delegations with a
half vote, 065 votes.

This result was announced by the chalr (Mr.
Washburm, who had temporarily relieved Senator
Butlery amid a scene of great econfusion. It wns
stated by the Chalr, In reply to a question, that
the Tlinols delegations had voted on thelr own case,
thongh no one had heard Illinols called, Tt was
fnefdentally Alsclosed during the rolleall that the
vote of Loulaiana had been inereased by the Com-
mittee on Credentials from fifteenn 1o thirty-two,
without any report being made in regard thereto.
The rolleall aleo gave public informatlon for the
first time of tha number of the votes nssigned each
State under tha elastic rules of the Convention.

The next contest was that from Mis=ourl, but the
contestnnts withdrew their elalm,

The next contest was that from Wigeonsin, Flve
o5 was allowed to each side for the presentiy
tlan of ite case.  Mr. Cole, the ebntestant, oconpded
the firat five mpinutea argolng his own slde, The
delegate, Henry Smith, was absent, and had given
his proxy to Mr. lsaacs, in whese favor the (om-
mittes on Credentinls reported, Mr. Cole contended,
howeyver, that the alternate who had recelved the
highest number of votes (himself) wag entitled to
the seat. He =ald that the reason why the ma-
jarity hand voted agalnst him wan that he was for
Bryan (cheers), nnd he promised, {f admitted, that
no matier how four of the five delegntes from the
IVth Corgrees District of Wisconsin voted, he
would east his vote for Bryan, and that 150,000 voters
of Wisconsin would alss vote for Dryan. (Some
cheors.)

Ttabert 8chilllng, of Wisconsin, advocated the ma-
jority report (admitting laaacs), and charactarized
tho dragging of Mr. Bryan's name Into the argu-
ment ns moere pettifogging.

TRIAL OF BTRENGTH AT LAST.

The chalrman (Mr., Washhurn, of Massachusetts)
overruled thespe objectlong and amid uproar an-
nounced that Mr, Cox, of Virginia, chairman of tha
Committes on  Permanent Organization, had the
floor. Mr. Cox stated the recommendations of tha
eommlittes, the name of Senator Allen, of Nebraska,
being reported as permanent chalrman, (Loud and
prolonged chaers.)
