This purpose of the Alliance is still more com-
pactly summed up in Its motto, “Helping men 1o
help themselves.” A clear jdea of the working
of the institution may bhe got through a talk
with Mr. Milbury, a tall and splendid specimen
of the athletle Christian, a man of nnwearying
energy and pronounced eonvictions. In his
plainly furnished office on the first floor of the
bullding Mr. Milbury gave the following ac-
epunt, the other day, of the Alllance and what
it has accomplished:

“There are three features of the Alllanee to
which I wish to call attention. First, this Is
the only place of its kind in the eofty. Second,
it i for homeless and triendless men. Third.
we do not concern ourselves with race or creed.
Wa do not care what religlous label a man
wears, so long as he has a degire In kis heart to
do right.

“Some flve years AZO & few men who had
been interested In ‘resous’ work determined that
the methods then existing were ton spasmodic
to he effectual in reclaiming men. 1t was neces-
sary to do more than to give a man a night's
lodeing, an occasional menal and an exhortation.
It was decided that a temporary home and em-
ployment were essential In the process of put-
ting a homeless and friendless man on his feet,
Hence the Alllance and the opening of a head-
QUArteTs,

“The word ‘industrial’ was placed In the title

to keep away the men who would rather heg than
work. 1t has heen effective. The assertion, how-
ever, that such men as we et out to help would
not work was disproved from the outset The
men who applied were set 1o work to put the
Macdougal-st, house in order. They worked
faithfully in a house that was not heated, and In
a winter mondh, Soon after this a broom factory
was opened In a neighboring loft. That industry
Is still kept going. and the guperintendent is one
of the rescurd men. The work s light, and
easlly learned.

“When thess men first come to us they are
weak from lliness, privation or dlesipation, and
can do only lght work. From the hromn indus-
try we have developed the manufacture of
brughes, palls, feather-dusters, CArpel-sWeepers,
washing machines, wringers and many other ar-
ticles. These are of superior quallty, and are
wold at the ordinary market price.

THEY ARE FAITHFUL WORKERS.

“We supply men, ton, for all sorts of odd jobs,
and keep an cye upon them to see how well they

MUTINY ON THE FRANK N. THAYER.

With all the brutal savagery of the stories occas-
fonally brought In from the sea, It is doubtful if
there I8 one recorded which has a more surprising
combinalion of devilish courage, abject cowardles
and undaunted piuck and derve than that which
The Tribune gave to the world early In 188, The
story of the mutiny on board the American ship
Frank N. Thayer, the murder of three of the crew
and two ofMicers, and the frightful wounds inflicted
on Captaln Robert K. Clarke, followed by the fir-
ing of the ship and the escape of the captain and
hiz wife and daughter and the survivors of the crew
In an open boat, which fipally reached St. Helena,
sent a shudder through the civilized world, and wax
the oceaslon of newspaper storles and {nvestigations

almost without number. Captain Clarke will never |

recover frem the effects of that terrible flght;
but he ix still connected with the sea, serving
as shore captaln for the ships that are left of the
He has a
rharming home in Port Chester, where the brave
woman who sived him from death and the little
daughter who was on the vessel during the awful
affalr, but who |8 now a stately young lady o
twenty years. do all they ean to blot out the memory
of the tragedy.

The ship, which was owned by Edward Lawrence,
of Boston, and was laden with 10,00 bales of
hemp, valued at over $260.000, salled from Maniln
for New-York In November, 183, carrying a crew
of twenty-two men, including two Malays and two
Ciinamen, The Malays were Manila men, shipped
it the last moment to take the places of two men
who had decided to remain in the Phllippine
Isiands, and they wera the ones who committed
the orimes. There wis nothing remarkable about
the voyage until the night of January 2, when
the ship was about seven hundred miles southeast
of St. Helena, The captain had gone below and
fallen aslesp, and every soul on hoard, except those
two bloodthirsey saveages from Manile, was free
from any thought of danger or suspicion. It was
this fecling of security which was a fatal cireum-
stance, for to It may he traced the panic and be-
wilderment which unnerved the crew so that they
wera (he vietims of the two wretches who had
been thelr messmates for more than two months.
In “The 8t. Helena Guardian'” James A, Mac-
Knight, who was then the American Consul at 8t.
Helenn, gave the following account of the happen-
Ings of that night and those which followed:

NOW COME THE GREWBOME DETAILS.

This was only the beginning of the struggle, and
the remalnder of the story tells how the captain,
returning to the forward part of the cabin, found
the second mate dead on the floor, and one of the
snilors, so paralyzed by fear that all he could do

was to bLeg the captaln to hide him from the
Mulays, Captaln Clarke did not know whether
the man was to he trusted, and told him to go
away, apd the eraven then locked himself into the
batliroom, where the Malay from whom he was
escaping found him and tried to Induce him to
1 the door.
