Jameson and Cecil Rhodes, who was behind him,
have been dizeredited as intriguers in a sordid
financial conspiracy. o soon passes away the
glory of speculative Jingoism! The conviction of
Jameson and his assoclates, which now seemns
probahble, will leave Cecil Rhedes in an embar-
rassing position.

Lord Rosebery ia the first political leader to
direct public attention to the extracordinary In-
roads made by CGermany upon British trade.
British consuls have not heen silent, and Mr.
Willlams's book entitled “Made In Germany,” has
teen widely read in England, but statesmen of
the first rank have not been alive to the dangers
of commerclal rivalry, Lord Rosebery s now
outspoken, referring plainly to the decline of
Pritish trade and the destrurtive character of
German competition. He conslders its superl-
ority In technical education the chief cause of
Germany's success, and favors an exhaustive
Parliamentary inquiry Into this phase of the
gulject. That is certainly one cause, but pro-
tection and reciprocity lie at the bottom of Ger-
many's ralds vpon British trade,  Prosperoug
Germany has borrowed Amerfean policies and
persevered In'them, while the United States has
been dlscrediting them and inviting cominerclal
disaster.

The Queen's intercst In the
wedding as usual was Intense, but she spared
herself from fatigue In every possible way and
was in London less than twenty-four hours. Mr.

AMERICAN FRUIT BEXPORTATION.'

FAME AND FORTUNE AWAIT THE MAN WHO
CAN DEVISE SBATISFA RY MEANSB OF
TRANSPORTATION TO EUROPE.
Coneorning the exportation of Callfornfa fruit to
England, the head of one of the most oxtenslve
trult-recelving nnd shipping firma in this clty said
to n 'Tribune reporiar yesterday: “The exportation
of Callfornia frult s an extremely hazardous bunsl+
ness, Returns from some shipments made to Eng-
Lind under especlally favorable conditions have
been falrly satlsfactory, but, as a whole, the under-
taking has been unprofitable, and In many canes
heavy losses have beon Incurred. When my firm
began to export California frult the rates of rall-
rond and stenmship frelght were enormously high.
We have pald as much as $1.30 o carlond from
Bacramento to London. Four years ago the rate
wie $1,00 a carload, and shipments were stopped.
Twn yoars ags special arrangements were made
with the raliroads and the American Line steam-
ships by which the through freight charges wera
reduced to §700 a carlond, or only about §i more
then that from BSacramento to this clty. In Au-

Ziat, 1588, o speels] frult troin, earrying 45,000 pack-
