The wholesale clothing manufacturers and

the contractors xvho rmploy the Hcbrew tai¬

lors of the East Side will be surprlscd thla

momlng to learn that the tailor* have decided

to strlke. Thls d.-t-rmlnation xvas reached late

last night at a mass-meetlng hold ln Walhalla

Hall ln Orrhard-.Mt. Tne tailors had been rest-

lesa for several we. Ks. and many mcetings

were held. Meyer F.-hocnfeld, the leader of the

Brotherhood of Tailo: J. xvas against calling a

Btrlke He said that xvhile he knexv that the

tailors had been opprwed and their wages out

down bo low that they could not make a livlng

for themselves and famllies, the tlme for Btrik-

inr had not arrlved. It was finally decided to

put the nuestion of strlklng to tho vote of all

the dlfferent branchea of the tallorlng lndustry.

Thla was dono. ar.d they all voted in favor of

orderlng a strlke at once. The Brotherhood of

Tailors, however. does not permlt a strike to be

ordered wlthout the consent Of th* Executlve

Board. The Hoard refused to order the strlke.

aad tt was glven out that lt had been post-

pened Indeflnltely.
When the manufacturers heard that the strlke

had been poatponed they were convlnced that

UMsre would be no trouble, and so they sent out

lota of work to the contractors who employ the

tailors. The ahopa nre now filled wlth garments
oa whlch work haa been begun and conse-

quently must be flnished for the fall trade.

Had not the clothing manufacturers been fully

oonvlnced that all danger of a strlke had passed
away. they wou'.d have been botter prepared
far lt now.

CHUEM AT THE RESULT.

The meetlng last BlgM WM an enthuslastn
ona, aad when Meyer Sehoenfeld declared that

tha DBBBBlllB BOBPd had decldxd that as lt

aaemed cerfaln that a strlke must come lt would

better come at once there was much cheerlng.

Tho new» was quickly carrled out Into the

atraeta. and there xvas more cheerlng.
A* tho close of the meetlng Meyer SchoenMd

said that the strlke had been ordered. but lt

waa-because the mass of tailors inslsted on lt

ajid not the members of the Executlve Board.

He aald that 8,000 tailors would strlke ln thls

dty at 7 o'clock thls mornlng. and probably
5 000 more ln Brooklyn and Brownsville wlthln

ItBBBlJ flSlll hnilia He added that the strike was

cacaed by the reductlon of the wages of the

tailors from 20 to 28 per cent. and also by tbe

fact that the majority of the operatlves have to

work more than ten hours a day. and by the

attempts to compel them to return to the task

or plece-work sysfm.
The Executlve Board was ln sesslon almost

tae whJle night. and commlttees xvere appolnted
to rlatt the varioua ahopa at . o'clock thls

mornlng and call out al! the tailors working
lnth..m Ail the men xvho leave the ahopa are

mlddlemen altogether and compel the wholesale

clothing manufacturera to provlde thelr own

ahops and pay the tailors weekly wages. Under

the present sx stem anybody can become a COB-

traetor by renting a room ln a tumhle-down
buildlng and buytng a few aewtog rohtaea
oa the toatalment plan. There will be llvelj
acenea on the Eaat Side for the next few days.
and Just what the manufacturers wlll do in re-

fatton to aettllng the strike could not ha aa-

certalned last night. They wlll probab > try
todo aomething. as the busv aeaeonitatha
clothing lndustry is now at hand and lf the-strike
continues any 1-ngth of tim.- the season wlll be

lost and the businesB of manufanturlng clothing
ln thls city crlppled.
