GREATER NEW-YORK.

The members of the Greater New-York Com-
misston will need all the ntelligent and publie-
spirited discussion which can be called out as
1o the details of plans for the charter of the
Greater New-York. Of course they will wish
to know what the most sagacious and ifutlu-
entlal of their fellow-clitlzens think of propoxi-
tlons which, If carrled out, will make fuuda-
mental changes in the government of the rt'gh;n
which It is intended to combine into one wu-
plelpality.  The draft of five clapters of a
charter which William . De Witt has prepared
aud made publie 1s only preliminarvy. This
draft when completed must be passed upon by
the full Commission, which 18 not lkely 10
reach an agreement as to a charter without

" much deliberate examination of every division

of the whole momentous subject. It Is 1o e
regretted that the charter for the Greater News
York is not to be prepared and discussed and
gettled by a body equal in dignity, in influence,
in distinetton and in authority 1o the Constitn-
tiounl Conventlon which gave to the people of
the Empire State the amended Constitution
whiclh s now in foree. The task of preparing
a suitable charter for a eity which will nclude
the counties of New-York and Kings and
Queens and Richwond is one of almost equal
fmportance and gravity whh the work which
the Constitutional Convention accomplished,
It the members of the Greater New-York Com-
mission do as well as the members of the
conventlon did, they will earn the thanks of the
cltizens who are to live under the new charter,

It is by no means certain as yet that there
will be a Greater New-York for many years to
come, or that If there is, it will he governed un-
der a charter embodying the substanee of Mr.
De Witt's suggestions. But this deaft which
has just been set before the people will afford
a basis for dlsenssion. Under this proposed
charter the Mayor of the Greater New-York
would have power and authority which
few heads of royal femllles ecan  clalm.
Mr. De Witt proposes that the Mayor shall
be cmpowered to  appeint and to  remove
at will the heads of all the administrative
departinents except the Controller. When it
& considercd what will be the size of the I'o-

| llee. Department, the Health Department, the
| Fire Department and other great departients

of the new efty, it I8 obviens that a Mayor
who can appoint and remove the beads of &l
departments at will wust have prodigivus op-
portunities to benefit or to Injure the inter
ests of a vast number of people. It I8 true
that in some eities this experiment has
been tried. But no elty approaching the pop-
ulation, the wealth and the resonreas which
will be found in the Greater New-York bas ever
in a republican country granted to a Mayor
g0 farreaching and hoposing anthority s
ihis draft of a charter aims to confer. The
thiee millions of people who will make up the
metropolis of the New World will be fortunate
if they can secure the services In the Mayoralty

the intention Is to promise Anarchists and revo-
lutlonists In this country a free course to defy
the laws and break down the Government.
Argument has been golng on for more than

that they have lost In snecession Peunsylvania,
Maryland, West Virginia, Ohlo, Indiann, Ken-
tucky, Michigan, Ilinols end Wisconsin, in
which both partles formerly supported sliver
colunage, amnd lowa, Minnesota, Kansas, both
Dakotas and Wyoming, in which the party
having a clear majority at the last eloc-
tion Is opposed to free colnage, while in
Nehraska, Missourl, Oregon amd Washington
the same party has a plurality.

urging that in many of these States, when free
coluage was formerly favored, silver had not
so greatly declined por had its productlon so
greatly Increased, as to moke the step so plain.
Iy pertlous to the Natlon's honor and prosperity
as It te now. But the answer brings out the
faet that those who still demand free coinage,
after the conditiens have thus changed, are
acting with amazing disregard of the tacts and
reasons which have eonvinced more than two-
thivds of the conntry, a third within twenty-one
yeurs, and with a degree of Indifference to the
obllgations of the Natlon and to the safety of
fts fndustries and lovestments which betrays

But if they
sat at the other end, with their savings invest-
ed o savings-banks, insurance and trust and
bullding and loan companles, as several mill-
fons of workers or thelr widows and children
do, how long would 1t take them to detect the
dishonor and the unspeakable cruelty of rob-
bing these millions of half thelr savings, under
the form of making the dollar cheaper? In plaln
wonls, they declare that 37514 grains of pure
gilver, now worth 53 eents, shall be pald as a
dolar to every poor man or woman who has
put away in sueh Institutions earnings in gold
or It equivalent, It 18 not the less the moest
gigantie, eruel and slinmeless robbory ever pro-
posed  because mwany are yet unable to see the
facts.

It would embarrass the Journeying Chinese
Viceroy if it were supposed that he carried with
him the power of hig Government, and he takes
cnre to let it be known that that power Is left at
Peking. His journey I8 rather one of Inquiry and
