berg varfatlon of a game played at Hastings and
drawn. This gave the American player & chance
to show his brilllant play. By really fine chesa he
secursd u winning advantage before the adjourn-
ment for dinner. In the afternoon Plilsbury played
chess which will rank among the finest in the his-
tory of the game, and he won after fifty-one moves,
The game between Albin and Behlechter, a Two
Knights Defence, proceeded on equal terms up (o
the time for adjournment. in the afternoon, how-
ever, Schlechter got the better game, which enahled
him to win after 4 moves This was & copy of the
Tarrasch-Taubenhaus game played at Nuremberg.
On the third table Porges and Marco tried to en-
tertain each other with a (Huoce Plano, a game
which was even up to dinner 1ime and to the end,
which eame after forty-one moves. Tarrasch won
in & similar opening agalnst Suechting In Leipsic.
Walbrodt and Maroczy drew a game which was
equally well played throughout after forty-six
moves. Schlechter and Hird drew a similar game

at Hastings last year.

The Parisian, Janowskl,

Thomas J. Callaghan, a warden of the Port of
New-York, died at his home, No. &7 Park-nve.,

as he was known to hundreds of friends in the Re-
publican  party, was well-known and highly re-
spected in political circles.

HOW THEY ARE SLAUGHTERED IN CONNECTICUT.

8. B. Keach, In The Country Gentlemun,

However humillating the admission, It is doubit-
less @& fact that in some parts of Connectieut
partles are actively engaged during the summer in
ihe business of catching linnets, vellow hirds,
indigo birds and other warblers, and supply the
bird fanciers ¢f the melrnrniir:. They usge nets and
bird-lime. The fagrant violators of the law skulk
in out-of-the-way places, and when they discover
that any one I8 watching them, disappear in 1he
nearest woods, 1t 18 very seldom, Indeed, that
they are prosecuted, for nobody cares to taka the
necessary trouble to follow them up and secure
the evidence that is requisite. Tha harm these
petty land pirates do 15 not Iimited to the number
of birds they cateh and carry away, They carry
on their nefarious work with no regard for the
season, and the young of many parent birds are
left to starve In thelr nests.

Yet worse than those who captura gong hirds
alive for cages are the brutes who rutlilessly
slaughter richly plumed birds whenever they can
and wherever they dare. That  hundreds and
thousands of eggs and nestlings must ;'u-mah in con-
sequence 18 nothing to them. They will he paid for
every murdered bird. This detestable work wlill he
rnn:%nm'd as long as fushion continues to demand
dead birds as ornaments, as if feminine beauty
could be rendered more eaplivating therchy  For

That
their parents have never taught them better, nnil
make no effort to restraln them from such nets
of wanton eruclty, make the matter all the mora
discouraging. | have now In mind some Loy g—
not Ittle fellows for whom lgnorines might be a
partinl excusa, but great holking lnds, almost men
grown, who will ghack along the cross roads and
over the fields, shooting any innocent birds that
trustingly come within range—not for food or any
other possible use, but only for the pleasure of Kill-
ing the haurmless creatures. Time has stern lessons
yet to be lenrned by them.

RULES FOR COASTING CONTESTS.

CITY MAPS FOR CYCLISTS—TO RIDE TO FLORIDA—
NEWS OF THE CENTURY WHEBLMEN—THE

FLUSHING MEET — OTHER NOTES

AND COMMENTS.
tea has Just been completed by the
committes in charge of the Metropolitun Associa-
tlon of Cycling Clubs’ coasting contests, which
accur on August 15 In the ahsence of previous
rules applying to this newly developed sport, tha
assoclntion’s rules are lkely to prove of value for
the guldance of othera. Tha rules In part are as
follows:

The hill shall not Be less than 40 yards long.
Entries ghall ba confinsd to amaleurs as defined
by the League of American Whetlmen,
ghall wear a cloth number, to be provided by the
Race Commities, which shill be securely pinned
to the backs of the riders. The start shall be from
a push-off at a tape stretched at the top of the
hill, ofMeal pushers-off to he designated by the
commitiee, No pusher-oft shall overstep the tape,
such an offénce being considered sufficient cause
for the dsquulification of the competitor affeoted,
Not less than two or more than five contestants
shall be starte]l abreast, at intervals of sixty sec-
onds. After all shall have made thelr trials, the
twolve who shall have coasted the greatest digtance
ghall bo restarted in the manner governing the con-
test: of these, the six who shall then coast furthest
shall again e restarted: of these the three
who shall then const furthest shall be onca
maors  restarted, and the distances which they
then  cover shall decide their  positions anid
the award of prizes.

Bev-
eral leading commercial countrles have already
taken o most important initial step townrd the se-
curing of closer relations in a directlon which
transcends In importance the mere making and en-
tering Into of commercial treaties

I allude to the establishment of the International
Union. for the Protection of Industrial Property,
whicth has been some years In operation under the
control and directlon of the rountries who have
thus far enterad Into gald unfon, the headquarters
or central office belng located at Berna, Bwitzer-
land.

The countries which have thus far slgnified their
adheslon to this international union are Belglum,
Bpuln, France, Italy, the Netherlands, Portugal,
Bwlizerland and Tunis,

ORBRJECT OF THE UNION.

Tha ohject of the union I8 to give International
protection In the countries comprising the same, to
all specles of Industrizl property, and thus, ultl-
mately, obviating the necesslty for seeking protec-
tion by separate registrations in each of the coun-
tries.

In the International Bureau at Herna trade-
marks which have heen registered in the country
of orlgin by the citlzens thereof are deposited, anil
the awners therehy secure protectlon In all the
other, oonntries which are members of the Inter-
natlonal Unlon.

It only nesds a glanco to discover how important
this subject Is, and how the commerce of all civ-
{lized nations may be protected In & practical man-
ner most effectually by an extension of this plan.

The United Btates, Great Britain and Germany
have not yet sheaitied thelr adheslon to the Inter-
national Union, but It certainly will only require a [
short tima for those leading commercial natons |
(und the minor ones who will be compelled thershy |
to follow thelr example) to be found enrclled In a
great contral unlon having for its primal objnot tho |
protoction of the said class of Industrial property. 1

The real and vital lmportance, hoewever, to the
human riace 8 not to be found ln the mere regis-
tratlon of trade-marks which aro used In Inter-
national commerce, This Is Important, in so far as
1t goes: but It is only & very small part of definite
and well-considersd schemes which will ultimately
find rutional development In the minds of the en-
Hghtoned men of all natlons, and the end will
oventuilly come In the shape of a grand Interna-

conservition and protection of honest commerce
and commerclal property in all parts of the clvil-
lzed world

There |8 no reason why the Amearlean Inventor
should not at some future day secure protectlon
for his Inventlon In all other countries, as well as |
his own, by depositing the descripticn of his in-
vention in a central bureau of deposit und paying
therafor a single fece.

Any one who has had any experience in the mat-
ter of obtaining forelgn patents well knows that
the cost of obtalning and of maintoining tho same
{8 something stupendous In amount and vi=tually
prohibitery to 9 per cent of all the inventions that
are patented In any single country,

HOW MANY PATENTB ARE LOST.

Tt Is also a matter of genercl knowledgn that
many patents are lost by reason of a nowu-com-
pliance with the varying arbitrary statutes and
Inws regulating tha use and ownership of patented
Inventions ir the various countries,

Thus, for Instanes, It has been decided by our

Suprema Court that an Amerfcan Inventor osten-
sibly secures an  Amerlcan patent whish |Is
supposed to contlnue In force for a term of even-
tesn vears, yet {f he also obtiins a forelgn batent
for the same Invention, tha American patent ex-
Flrn with the earliest date of explration of any
orelgn patent ha may have secured

[t doea not nesd much argument to show the im-
portance of International co-operaticn in the direc-
tlon' of protacting patenis, the misrks of commerce
known as trade-marks, and the principle will no
doubt bo therenfter extended to international copy-
right, thus protecting the works of authors and
nrtists,

The result of protecting these hanches of come-
merce will fn time tend to the enactment by Inter-
national mereement of uniform international laws
on the suhjects of a bimetallle standard of value,
of hills of Inding and commercial paper; the Habil-
ity of common carriers, import and export duities,
and all the important factors which of necessity
make up the life of commerce.

INTERNATIONAL COURTS.

A natural evolution will then follow In bettering
the soclal conditions of the human race, and per-
haps the most Important fenture which will logi-
sally and finally follow In the footsteps of this re-
clprocal work on the part of the natlons will ba

found in the necessary estnblishment of Interna-
tlonal courts armed with the power to adjudicate
upon the questions which will of necessity arise in
the carrying out of the detalls of sald international
work hereinbefors referred to.

From the decisfon by such an Internatlonal court
of the questions which will arisa between individ-
uals (the cltizgens of the different counfries), to the
sdjustment of the differences between the natlons
by means of & hlgh court of Internationnl arbitra- |
tion, t8 but a short step, and the realization of |
that which but & few years ugo was consldered
the utoptun dream of hare-brained theorists, will
become possibia of an early and practical solutlon.

A8 has been l!rleﬂr and somewnhat desultorily
shown In the foregoing statement, the establish-
ment of the International Unlon for the Protection
of Industrinl Property now in active operation in
Switzerland I8 the thin entering wedge of that
which bids fair to be one of the most potent and
Irrn:mrinm factors of our civilization In the near
uture.

The attention of Congress cannot be too strongly
diracted toward the early and serfous conlldemlron
of having the United Hiates, which s, or ought to
be, seoking forelgn commerce, enroll in the Interna-
tional LU'nlon. |

1 believe that the reluctance of England to enter |
the union s assigned somewhat as a renson for the |
hesitation of this country in doing eo; but It {1 safe |
to assume that If so large and Important a com- |
mercial nation as the United States joins with
Frunce and the other smaller natlons already en-
rolled, Germany and OGreat Britain will speedily
follow our examplas,

This ugoe of olecteie and rapld Inter-communica-
tion between the various countries has united thelr
seapla in closer bonda of business and of soclal
ife; and the tread of human thought ls certainly
in the direction of cementing by close and friendly
t{es the universal brotberhood of man, and as ald-
ing this cause the grandest work of the coming
contury, the as yet limited operations of the Inter-
national Unlon at Rerne, Is Important, It serving as
an index finger, pointing the way.
