OPENING OF THE ANNUAL SESSION AT
SING SING.

NEW-YORK METHOTISTS IN AT-

WELL-ENOWN
TENDANCE,

The annunl sessfon of the New-York and Hudson
River Camp Meeting Assoclation began at the old
historic grove, on SIng Sing Heights, yesterday.
The day was devoted to the recoption of those who
will take part in the meeting, the perfecting of ar-
rangements  and attending to the many other
matters that naturally have to be disposed of on the
first day of an affair of this kind. The opening
pervices were held at 7:30 o'clock In the evening, at
the clrcle, when an excellent sermon WaS preached
by the Rev. Dr, Henry Aston, of Windsor Terrace,
Brooklyn, to a large audience.

For more than sixty years the Sing Sing Camp
Meeting has heen one of the important occasions of
the year to the Methodists of New-York City and
the surrounding territory. Of late years the great

eamp-meetings by the seashore and In other parts
of the country have excesded in attendance and in
many attractive features the old eamp ground up
on the Westchester Hills, but none of them is more
dear to the hearts of the members of that denomi-
nation or is as rich in assoclations connected with
tha lives and history of the early fathers of the
church. Beneath the stately trees of the Sing Bing

grounds hnve spoken snd prayed the greatest
preachers of Methodism of the present century, and
{ts leafy alsles have echoed the songs and anthems
sung by the grandparents of the present generation
of aduits,

The Sini Stng Camp Grounds are owned and con-
trolled by an association of which A. H. Brummell,
of New-York, is prestdent; Snmuel ¥. Tompkins, of
Eing Bing, vice-president, and W, H. Ely, of Tarry-
town, secretary. The assoclation Is practically in-
dependent of the Methodist Church, and ronse-
quently, Instead of it meetings helng presided over
by the Prestding Flder of the distriot In which this
§s held, as 15 usually the case with camp meetings
directly controlled by the Church government, the
mssociation appoints some minister especially for
that purpose This vear the Rev, Dr, Arvine C,
Bowdish, of Bpringtield, Long Island, is the min-
ister in charge. He will ba assisted by the Rev,
Thomas Hprrison, the evangelist, known as the
“Roy Preacher.” Dr, Harrison was the minister in
charge of the camp-mecting at the sesslon of 1854,
The associntion embraces the New-York (onfer-
ence, East, the New-York Conference and the New-
ark Conference, and during its sesslons the services
are conducted by the ablest preachers from
churches within thess districts, as well as from
other ssctions.

In old times thosa who attended camp-meetings
erected tents for shelter durlng the continunnce of
the session, 300 of theas temporary houses belng a
emall number.  As the years went by small wooiden
houses hegan to make their appearance, and now
there are many beautiful cottuges on the canmp
grounds, perfect in every convenlence, which are
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pecupled by their owners long before and long after
the regular ten days’ sesslon of the camp. This

year, among those occupying cottages on tha
grounds are the Enderlys, Grangers, DParkers,
Curtises, Eslors, Flauts, Lenlkes, Hammonds,

Archibalds, Kinneys, Belshelmers, Halls, Noukeses,
Arnells, Richardsons, Tindalls, Masons, Zimmer-
mans and Coleses, familles of New-York City; M.
FPlummer, D, Evans, , Ray and Messrs. Herry,
Younges, Smith and Turnbull, of Brooklyn; Mrs,
Colly, of Lung Island; G. Ely, of Tarrytown; Mr.
Covett, of Peekskill; R. Brundage, of Pleasantville,
aud Joshua G, Many, of Sing Sing.

Besldes the cotiages there are a number of com-
fortable tenta that are rentod at reasonable prices,
and accommodations for trunstent visitors can be
obtained at the Brummell House, a large structure
erected on the grounds, or at olher places.

On
Wednesdny night the houses in the Park were
prilitantly lluminated with Chinese and Japanese
janterns for the occasion. and the company’s
house, in the Bronx River Road, near Yonkers-
ave, Wwas also appropriately decornted,  About

Stahl, of the Fire Department, with his firs1t as-
gistant, Thomas Muleahey, and a delegation from
Hiuvson Hose Company arrived. Line was imme-
diately formed, and a parade was made through
the principal streets of the park, hended by a
fita and drum corps from Mount Vernon. Every-
where the firemen were enthusiastically received.
