THE NEW DEMOCRACY.

ADVOCATES OF SOUND MONEY CONFER
IN JERSEY CITY.

A DECLARATION OF PRINCIPLES ADOPTED Ri-
PUDIATING THE CHICAGO PLATPORM—PLANS
FOR AN ANTISILVER OROGANIZATION °
—FEW PARTY LEADERS TAKE

PART IN THE MERTING.

A meeting of Democrats who favor sound money
and are opjosed to the Chlcago platform, but who
cannot support the Republican nominess, was held
in Parlor D of Taylor's Hotel, in Jersey Clty, yes-
terday afternoon. After adopting a declaration of
principles, a message was sent to the Sound Money
Domoceratle Conference at Indtanupolls, apprising
that body of the actlon tuken by the New-Jersey
meetitg, and naming Willlam J. Curtls, of Sum-
mit, as the Neow-Jersey representative on the Pro-
vistonal Natlonal Committes,

There were present at the conference, by actual
count, thirty-four men, repredenting seven of the
twenty-one countles In the State, While all of
them wers apparently deeply In carnest, the mest-
ing was, on the whols, rather a dlsmul one, owlng
to the consplcuous alwence of such well-known
Democratic adhersnts of gound money as Allan L.
MeDermott, Chancellor MeGill, Gottfried Krueger,
Henry . Kelsey, B, F, C. Young and n host of
others who have openly renounced the Chieago
platform and candiduten. Desplte the Alscournging
effuct of the backwardness of thess stalwart lead-
ers, tho “third-ticket men went to work with a
Wwill, and dispatohed thefr business {n fust time,

Wiillam J. Curtls, of Summit, to whous efforts
the conference was due, took the inftintlve in or-
kanizing the meoting by suggesting John Honae, of
Red Bgnk, for chalrman, and Franels A Pollak, of
Summit, for secretary. Both men wers utinnimous-
Iy elected. Mr, Curtis then addressed the con-
ferrees, briefly setting forth the object of the mest-
Ing. He was lod, he said, to make a canvass of the
Demovrats of New-Jersey by the many expressions
of dismatisfaction with the platform and nominess
which ho had heard and read in the newspapers
of the Btate. In his opinion, the Democratic party
was martyred at Chicsgo, and it devolved upon
those who had been nurtured In the faith of Jock-
son and Jefferson to restore It to the honorable
position it had hitherto held. He had, he said,
spoken to a great many of his friends, and had
written to many Democrats throughout the State,
asking thelr opinlons as to the advisabliity of a
sound-money Demooratic ticket. The number of
favorable responses, he sald, was so large that he
took the lberty of calling a conference. The con-
ferrees, he thought, should bend all their efforts
to elect delegations to the Stars Convention which
would secure a declaration of true Demoeratic pfin-
ciples, and elest Presidentinl Electors who would
vota for a sound-money candidate.

Mr. Curtts then read a declaration of the prin-
ciples of the Sound Money Democracy which he
hnd drawn up, sand which he hoped would be
adopted, as indleative of tha opinlons of the "old
line" Demorriats of New-Jersey, Captaln James
Parker, of Perth Amboy, spoke in favor of the
resolutions, saying that, after Afty-six years of
service in the party, he now found himself at sen.
Ha decliarsd that he would not vote for Bryiun, Le-
ciuge he was too good o representative of the He-
publican party, which he hail been fighting all his
e, und he finished his address by eaving: “If we
cannot win, we can, at least, go down with our
colors fiying."
