POOLED WITH IT

Another sad case of acctdental shootlng OCCUITed
yesterday afternoon when Wllliam Rrady. twenty-
nine year* eld. *hot and Instantly kllled his cousln,
Isaac Brady, on the doorvep of thelr home, No. 12

Chapple-st.. near .lay-at. The two Bradvs were

brought up together ln Metla. Va.. and have been

life-long companlons The m;.n who dld the shoot¬
lng came North about three yenrs ago and BOCUred
n place aa porter In the < lothlng-house of Steln A
Kiock. No. 720 Broadway, New-York. Three months
ago he sent for hla coutdn Itaac to come North and
llve with hlm laaac eaaaa here, but was unable to

get wtrk, so three weeka ago he went to I'hllad-l-
phla In search of a Job.
Wllliam Rra,1y. who l« a good-looklng n-cro. waa

se.-n at the Adarns-?'. pollce statlon laat night, and
told the story of how the trag.dy OCCUITed. He
said:
"Laal we»k I got a Job as porter for laaac and

wrot« to hlm to -ome back. This mornlng I hought
tw-> Urge pistols, one for him and ona for me. This
afternoon I was rubhlng th- dusl off th-m upatalra
by the wlndow. One was loadcl and the oth-T
wasn't. I saw laaac comlng up the atreet and
pi-ked up the pistol I thoiighl wasn't loaded an-l
went down tO the door to 1-t hlm in. We were
glad to s.-e eaeh other, and he beg,,n follnc be-
fore he saw the pistol. Then he grabbed hold of
my hand and saw the pistol. II- aald: I'on't. BM,
l'm afrnld of that.' lle let go my arm .ind th
pistol fell and Its welght pulled the ttigget and lel
lt off. He dropped on th- atoop -ind never i-ald a

word I trled to plck h.m op end waa holdlng hltn
ln my arms when the people came up and the no-
lic»>man took me away. I wouldn't huri Iraac for
anythlng in the world We were Just llke two
brothera My father brought us up together "

After all the hurrnh and gloriflcatlon attendlng

the placlng tn commlsslon of the Amm»n ram Kh-
tnhdln (so called after h»r deslgner. Rear-AdmlrU
Danlel Ammen. 1'. B. N.), there is a WIU-ground-d
