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A NUT FOR BRYAN TO CRACK.

WHY DID HE VOTE AGAINST INSTRUCTION IN
ENGLISH IN THE PUBLIC S8CHOOLS
OF NEW-MEXICO?

Washington, Aug. 11 (8pecial).—"Owing to elr-
cumstances over which he had no control™ the
caresr of the “Boy Orator of the Platte” in the
House of Representatives was & comparatively
brief one. In the opinion of the leaders of his
party In that body., however, Including several
members of President Claveland's Cabinet, the
party would have been benefited {f the career had
been shortened at least one-half. But that Is
“neither here nor there.” Mr. Bryan did some things
Auring his stay In Congress which he himself 1s now
sorry for and would be giad to have obliterated
and forgotten. For example, he would refolce It
his votes on the proposed amendments of the bill
for the admission of New-Mexico Into tho Unlon
could be expunged from the record.

That bill was pending in the House of Repre-
aentatives In June, 16884 As reported from the
ommittes on Territorles the bill required that
provision should be made “for the establishment
and maintenance of a system of public schoo.s
which shall be open to all the chlldren of sald
Stata and fres from sectarian control” To this
provision Mr. Bmith, of Illinols, who had been for
four years a member of the Committee on Terri-
torles and who was thoroughly familiar with tha
subject, offered this amendment: “And in all of
which public schools the English langunge shall
be taught.”

Now, every intelllgent man, In Congress and out
of it, who had ever paid the least attention to the
suhject knew that the amendment was a wise and
necessary one. New-Mexico had been n Territory
of the United Btates for nearly half a century—
mora than & generation—and yet in a large portion
of the Territory Spanlsh was practically the only

language spoken or taught in the schools. !f New-
Mexico wns to become a State in the Union it
peemed not only important bhut vital that the
English languaga should be tnught in the public
schools which were to ba supported by grants of
land from the United States. It did not &0 kcem
| to Statesman Bryan, who voted with the majority
which refested Mr. Smith's amendment. His ani-
mosity agninst everything English—except frea
trude—appeared to embraca his own mother
tongue It was even stronger that that of Mr.
| Goldzier, of Ilinols, s Demoeratic member who
voted for the S8mith amendment, along with a
half dozen other Democrats and all the Popullsts
presenit  The Republicans voted golldly for the

amsndment.
Mr. 8Smith's amendment having been rejected,

amendment was also rejected, and the name of
Willlam J. Bryan, of Nelraska, was recorded in
the negntive. By this vote he placed himself
equarely on record agninst the requirement that
the Tnglish Innguage should be taught in the pub-
lir schools of A new Btate of the United States,
which were to derive thelr maln support from the
roceeds of publie lands granted by the Unlted
Elnles.

CROWDS OF POLITICTANS IN THE LOBBY—TILL-
MAN DENOUNCES SENATOR HILL

The lobby of the Tifth Avenus Hotel falrly
swarmed with Democratie paliticians, Popullsts
and Bllverites last evening, about the time Mr
Bryan and his friends arrived in the city.

PREPARATIONS FOR A BIG CROWD.

ARRANGEMENTS OF SEATS AND POLICE REGULA-
TIONS—WHO THE SPEAKERA WILL BE

NEEIDES THE CANDIDATES. .

Nothing was done at the headquarters of the
trensurer of the Democratie Natlonal Commities
yesterday except the completing of the mrrange-
ments for the reception to Pryan and the notif-
entlon In Madison Bquare Garden to-night. After
about n week of struggling with the apportion-
ment of tlekots, Willlam P. 8t. John, the treasurer,
and his assistants last evening heaved a big sigh
of rellef, The work of distribution was over, and
they were glad of It

More than 30,000 applications for tickets had heen
recolved, they sald, and two-thirds of this number
were refused. ‘The Issue of tickets was made to
correspond exactly with the number of seats In
the Garden to-night, and, accordingly, 8215 paste-
bonrds were distributed to the curlous who want
to meé the show. Thin distribution of tickets, it
was admitted by those In charge last night, will
involve trouble to-night, hecause the Impression
prevalls In many quarters that this, belng a po-
Htleal meeting, will be ahsolutely free to all, and
consequently those going to the Garden without
tickets and expecting to be admitted any way will
hava their trip for nothing. The erowd which
sought admission to the Garden at the time of
Grover Cleveland's notifieation, In 1892, managed to
squeeze through without tlckets, although women
falnted and thers was danger of a panle in the
fearful crush. 1In anticlpation of a repetition of
ths wild scenes witnessed then, those at Iemo-
eratle headquarters yesterday considered the ad-
visabllity of engaging an extra large pollce squad
to prevent disorder at the Garden to-night.

As one means of avolding ns much as possible
the danger arising from n jam of people, the ar-
rangements for to-nlght's meeting provide a sepa-
rate entrance In Twenty-seventh-st., In the middle
of the block, for those holding tickets for hox and
arena sents, The maln entrance in Madlson-ave
will be for those who will oceupy the outer seats In
the balconles.

THE SPEAKERS' PLATFORM.

Different from the arrangement of the speakers'
platform when Mr. Clevelnnd addressed the crowd
from one end of the bullding 1s the plan for to-
night's meating, which places the platform in the
middle of the Twenty-sixth-st. side of the Garden,
an arrangement which those at headquarters yes-
