HINTS FOR AMERICAN SHIPPERS.

Unlied SBtates Consuls at Central and South Amer-
fean  ports  freguently admonish American mers
chints about thelr methods in packing merchan-
dire fntended for shipment to those ports. As &
rule, merchandise of every deseription imported
into Central smd Bouth American countries payd
duty upon the grows welght or bulk. The outside
casing, therefore, bevomes o matter of prime im-
portinee, By reducing the welght of the package
;hr- lr!:ltyllﬂ l‘---illnj'wl prn:‘mrllnlmm'. and this can
weodone In oA moajority of cases with 1 savin
duty of from 310 1o &0 In a single package, e
Then the fuct should be kept in mind that, owi
to lack of rallway facllitles In Central and Sout
America, much of the merchandise sent to Interior
towns and clties must be earrisd In wagoius or on
the hacks of pack animals, These ﬁ-mn--u ofien
vonsume sevetid days, and the merchandise, there-
fore, should be so packed that damage will
prevented in cnse of inclement wenther.  European
merehants understand this, and in packing textiles,
for instance, use ollcloth ta cover each particn
iulwu- of goods. This enables the country merchant
o purchasa and transport seversl pleces of calico

or similar tabreics without Hability to damage m
the wenther, Of course, goods so packed will be
better ouality of the

v preference oVer even
ﬂnw goods at lower prices m the Unitod States
Which have not heen simiinfly prepared for fmme-
diate transportation. In the matier of reducing
the welght of outside casiug, and thereby saving
