ANOTHER BRYAN SOPHISTRY.

One of Mr. Bryan's remarks in his plea for
frecsilver coinage at Madizon Sqguare Garden
was this:

The silver dollar ig now held up to the gold
dollar by legal-tender laws and not by redemp-
tion in gold, because the standard silver dollars
are not now redeamable i gold either in law or
by administrative polley.,

In another part of the same address he said:

The retirement of the rieenbacks and Treasury
notes would not protect the Treasury, hecausc
the same polley which now leads the Secretary
of the Treasury to redeem all Government paper
in gold, when gold is demanded, will require the
redemption of all sliver Iollars and s=liver cer-
tificates In gold if the greenbacks and Treasury
notes are withdrawn from civeulation,

This latter statetaent §= a confession that the
former is only a balfaruth. Consequently, any
conclusion drawn from It must be false, My,
Bryan himsolf says that silver would have to
be redeomed in gold, if the present policy of
maintalning the parity of the metals was to bhe
eontinuwed, in ease greenbacks and  Treasury
fotes woers ot in cirenlation to accomplish the
sime purpose, The silver dollar s not legally
redeemable, but the Govermment aceepts it for
publle dues, gives its ereditors the choice of
gilver or money directly vl legally convertible
into gold, and thus makes it perfectly easy to
got a silver dollar or o silver cortifieate tarned
ito a coin note for which gold ean he obtained?
It throws oo abstacles in the way of converting
silver luto golil.  IF 00 did the silver dollar would
depreciate ag measured by the gold dollar by
Jnet g0 mneh as It cost to overcome that obsta-
el Moreover. the silver eoin s issaed only
I oa Hmlted quantity, and elrenlates in 4 meas-
ure an faith, 10 1ts parlty depended solely on
it legal-tender gquality there would be no parity,
as there was none during and after the War,
whint greenbacks were not yet redecmable in
gold, but were aevertheless legal tender.  If
Mr. Bryan thinks that legaltender Inws alone
make different Kinds of money equal, he shonld

BROOMING SIBERIA.

Ratisfactory progress is apparently being made
on the Czar's great ron road aecross Siberia. The
Hoe s uow practically completed as far as
Tomsk, and the regalar running of freight and
passenger trains to and from that point was be-
gun some days ago. Tomsk s a eliy of pearly
SO0 inhabitants, on the Obi River, about mid-
way between: the Teal Mountains and  Lake
Balkal, and 2590 miles from St Petersburg.
It is the seat of the Government of the same
uame, 4 provines nearly twice as great in area
as Great Britain aud Trelamd. The ¢ity has long
been an important centre of teade, on the route
Detween Tinmen and Irkootsks  The eompletion
of the rallroad thus far will facilliate its fur-
ther  constenetion from Tomsk  eastwand by
bringing materials and workmen forwarnd maore
rapdidly, It I deulitful, however, If progress In
future proves 1o be as expeditions ag in the past,
Beyomd Toms=k the conntry is far less suitable
for railvoad bollding.

IS IT IGNORANCE?

When Senator Morgan, of Alabama, under-
takes a disenssion of the silver gquestion one of
two alternatives 15 foreed upon his readers
Either he assumes that the voters of the Unlted
Srates are mostly fools, who will allow him to
tnke advantage of thelr lgnoranee, or he him-
self iz lacking in those Intellectual qualifications
which fit 4 man to deal with large toples,
Tribune has frequently taken oceaslon to ex-
pose the Senator's sophistries, hut so soon as one
fallacy is lald bare he bons up serenely with an-
other, The latest Is a long wall about the “in-
gratitinde” af a people “refusing a gift from
Divine benevelence”; by which he tir
mean that the refeetion of the opportunity to
coin silver at the ratlo of 16 to 1 without re-
striction Is an affront to the Creator, who in
tomded it “for use as money.” To prove his
proposition, the Senator goes baek to “the dark
act of 1873, and argues that the consplrators
“who destroyed the standard sllver dollar conld
“not afford utterly to destroy sllver as a money
“metal™; therefore “they Invented another dol
“Yar, and made it walgh 420 grains, to eause jt
“to pass carrent with the people as o substitnte
“for the standard sliver dollar which weighed
4121 grains, They eallml Tt a ‘trade dollar)
sand gave it free coinage equally with gold™”
This dollar, however, they Himited in legal-tender
quality to amoeunts of 85, for “thelr main pur
“pose in the enactment of that law was to re-
“duee all sllver colns to the degraded condition
“of ‘eheap money’ or upsoumd money” " The
elimax of this depravity, according to the Sen-
ator, was this: “The trade dollars, this de-
“prived of thelr power as legaltender money,
swonld not clireulate, and they have heen re-
srired” But the whole procecding goes to show,
the Alabama statesman thinks, that silver hns
Divine rlghts which even the “golil bugs™ (il
not dare deny

It i% hardly eonceivable that Senator Morgan
g lenorant of the faets in the case, or of the
ahisolute dishonesty of his pleadings.  He prole
ably knows, as well as any man in the United
States, that the reade dollar was never intendeod
for domestie eireulntion, It was devised for nse
In Ching and Japan, where It coulit only pass
at its real value It was vot and could not have
been a subistitute for the stmdaed <ver dollar,
because the standard silver dollae was already
more valuable than the gold dollar, and was
therefore not in elvculation. There conld he no
