congpicunus as the most ingentous in Burope,
The toyshops of Nuremberg and its suburb,
Filrih, reveal the wonderful resources of Ger-
man =kill and realism in providing recreatlon
for the nursery. The beet wooden toys eome
from Sonneberg and the Bleek Porest, where
peasants carve them rfrom white pine In the
fong winter nlghts; and the costiy wax dolls,
which are now seldon: seen even in the hands
of the
kings, are fashioned in Paris or London; but
there is hardly anything in the modern
wonderland of childhood that js not made In
the dreamy, modiaeval town of Nuremberg.
The bulk of the su-called French dolis which
are sold all over the world are South German
in origin, with al! the mechanical appliances
for moving the deftly jolnted arms and legs
and for extracting musical squenks and doleful
cries from thelr contracted waists. The dolls
furniture, playhouses, kitchens and costumes
are designed by German toymakers. The Nu-
remberg Noah's Arks, lead and tin soldlers and
rallway trains are sold everyvwhere in Europe,
snd with them the entire stock of standard
nursery  toys. In miniature steam engines,
magnetle toys and mechanleal playthings the
toymakers here are unrivalled outshls of Phila-
delphia and other American cliies, where there
i& equal Ingenuity in the application of sclentific
principles to the recreation of childhood,
THE WORLD'S TOY FAUTORY.
South Germany lg now the chlef toy factory
of the world, England has ceasad to make its
own toys, and imports almost its entire supply
from Nuremberg and the Black Forest. The
old-time toymakere of the Fast End of London
have disappearcd, one by one, and Dickens, {f

In mechan!-
ca’ toys there wag hrisk competition for a gen-
eration between London and Continental citiea;
but that Is noew at an end.
Strand are now stocked with magnetie and
niechanical toys from Nuremberg and Vienna,
and it s hardly possible for a patriotic English-
man to obtain for his bova at Christmas any
contrivance of this kind that has not been
muade on the Contlnent. The Importatlons of
togs into Great Britain have been steadlly in-
creasing for a generation and have nearly
doubled In the last decade; and the toy trade of
the world I8 gradually passing from France ns
well ag England and becoming a Gonman pos-
seguion. That it Is a valuable trade iz shown
by the aggregate of the exports of toyvs from
Bouth Germany; but it Is also one that offera
wood-carvers and metal-workers  employment
in their homes when there is nothing else to do,
It Is & handleraft that pleéces out many a lvell-
hood In cottagers” homes in the forests, as well
as in the poorer quarters of industrial towne.
What may be sald of the toy trade I1s true,
mlgo, of the other minor Industiries of Nurem-
berg. They are small handicrafts which are
not entitled to rank with the chie! occupations
of Germany—with the fron and stes]l manu-
fartures of Westphalia, or with the textile in.
dustries of Baxony, or wilh the chemical trade
of Frankfort and other great citivs—hut they
provide a consldeiable range of secondary em-
ployment for varied classes of populaton in
town and country. Nuremberg cannot be seld
to have r single line of trade of the first im-

portance; Sut the aggregate of its small indus- |

tries is great, and there are evidences of thrift,

eomfort and prosperity In evary quarter of the |

town. There seems to be something for every
one 1o do on ecach side of the pleturesque Pog-
nitz.  Color-mixers, hrass-finlshers, metal-teats
ere, electroplaters, leather-workers, wood-cary-
ers, toymakers, glass-blowers and gingerbread-
pakers form a coftented and happy community
of 120,000, {n which employment is not lack-
ing. wlbelt wages may be low. Germany 19 pre.
sminently a country where no industry s cons
edered small enough to be despised and nes-
lectod. The great trades are conducted with

eehnleal skill and commercial enterprise, but |
he fittle ceoupationg are developed with pains- |

aklpe care and utilized as a convenlent and
necesspry means of providing employment for
tll clasges and conditions of men.

CAUSES OF THE PROSPERITY.

It would bLe idle to assume that any single
seonomlc cause has been operating to promote
the prosperity of 4 town like Nuremberg. with
1tE varied assortment of minor industries; but
ft & soif-evident that the Protective system has
tended sinee 1870 to subdivide and wultinly oe-
cupations, and to broaden the range of empioy-
ments evallable for the working classes, In
that respect [t has been one of the most -
purtant factors in the complex problem of the
new Industelal Germany, If statistieal proof
be requlred for this genoel proposition, it may
caslly be supplied. For o long period preceding
the estalilishrient of the Emplre and the indus.

These facts are Incontestable, but the direct
relations of cauze and effect are obscure when
thero are many agencles In operation simultane-
oualy, Industrics have been developed and sources
| of employment have been multiplied because do.
mestic and foreign trade has steadlly increased;
| amd commercial activity may Justly Le aseribed
to the lnck of disturbance in National finance, to
the technleal edueation of workers, to the mer-
cantile energy of the manufacturers and trad-
era, to the opening of new markets, to the nego-
1 tlatlon of rveciproefty treaties, and o other

causes. The Industrial progress of Germany s
! the result of the continuous and undisturbed op-
eration of all these causes, and of another im-
portant one which has been fundamental. That
is the protective systom by which the home mar-
ket has been reserved for domestic manufacturers
and to a large extent relleved from the preasure
of English competition; and the proof Is furnished
not so much in statistics of trade, wihich may he
manipulated to establish any theoretical proposl-
| tion, as In the continuous improvement of the
| condition of the empire since the ahandonment nf
froe trade and In the formidable German eompeti-
tion with which Kngland I now confronted In
her own markets, in her colonles and thronghout
| the world,

The dogmatists of the Cobden Club may choose
to assume that the triumphs of Industrial Ger-
many have heen won in spite of protection rather
than by reason of it, and that England would
have heen exposed to more destructive competi-
tlom if Prince Blamarck had not changed the
tariff system. Ilut an ounce of experience is
worth o pound of theory In Germany, and every-
where eige, The industrial revival dld not set in
until the protective tari was adopted. Then fal-
lowed the era of commerclal expansion, mercan-
