ROBERT HILLIARD DISCHARGED.

ABOUT HIS ARREST
BROADWAY CAR.

Robert Hilllard, the actor, who was arreated
Thuraday night at Herald Square by Paliceman
Urquhart of tha West Thirtieth-st statlon, on the
complaint of James McDonald, of No 76 Seventh-
ava, the conductor of a Broadway car, was ar-
ralgned in Jefferson Market Court yesterday morn-
Ing on a charge of disorderly condtct,

HHlArd gave his age as thirty-nine and his address
as No, 138 West Thirty-seventh-st. He pleaded not
gullty tn the charge When the case was called,
MeDonald told Maglstrate Brann that Hilllard, with
a woman and severnl men, had boarded the car ot
Twenty-third-st, at ahout midnight. He sald that
all In the party pald thelr fares until he came 1o
Hilllnrd, and that the actor refused to pay his fare
and the fare for the woman, on the ground that he
hiud already pald fares on a Lexington-ave. car,
and that he was not golng to pay nnother Me-
Dionald sald that {t wna against the rules of the com-
pany to accept transfers uptown from the Lexing-
ton-ave. cars at Twenty-third-st., and that he told
Hillliurd he would either have to p v agaln or be put
off.

Leopold Well & (o, manufacturing jeweilers and
Mamond dealers at No. 51 Malden Lane, falled yos.
terday, with Habilitles sald to be about $125.000

that the immediate eause of the fallure was that a
number of hanks shut down on dlscounts, refused
tn renew paper, and Insisted upon helng paid a con-
slderable amount on acrount,  In sddition to this
some Individuals holding the Arm's paper adopted
the same tactles and demanded payment. Then
ngaln, tha firm was asked to renew customary
paper under discount. A hank threntenad sult, and
as others were Iikely to follow the firm felt that
It was mpossible to eontinue with litigatlon staring
them In the face, so they turned over a large por-
tion of thelr stocrk and some acoounis to their
