THE PALACE BOMBARDED.

SAID KALID OUSTED BY BRITISII GUNS
IN ZANZIBAR

THE USURPER IS SALD TO HAVE S8OUGHT SHELTER

IN THE GERMAN OONSULATE -HAMOUD
. PROCLAIMED SULTAN

London, Aug. 27.—The Foreigr Office has re-
ceived dispatches from Zanzibar saying that the
usurping Saltar, Sald Kalld, baving refused to

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THE CONSTANTINOPLE RIOT.

DETAILS OF THE ATTACK ON THE OTTO-
MAN BANK BY THE ARMENIANS.

THE REVOLUTIONIETS SURRENDER A%D WILL BE
DEPORTED—A FORMIDABLE INSURRECTION
EVIDENTLY INTENDED-THE FREN(H
MAY LAND AT GALATA

Constantinople, Aug. 27.~The party of men
who yestarday forced their way into the Ottoman
' Bank, killing the gendarmes who were on guard
at the entrances to the buliding, surrendered this
morning and were arrestad and lodged In prison.
No Europeans were injured during the firing
which took place Letween those who selzed the
barik and the police, or in the outbreaks which oc-
curred in various parts of (GGalata. The situation
s gradually becoming qulet.

Rioting of a desultory character was renewed in
the clty this morning, but was speedily sup-
pressed by the police. Nothing was taken by the
rloters from the banks which they attacked yes-
terday.

The persons arrested in connectlon with the
selzure of the bank number twenty five. They
will be banished.

Parie, Aug. 27.—The directora of the Ottoman
Bank In Galata, the business centra of Constanti-
nople, have telographed the manager of the
hank's Paris oftice that the disturbances which
oceurred there last evening when the bank was
attacked and golzed by an armed bard of rioters
are ended, and that everything ls wall with the
bank and quiet In the city, thanks to the energetle
Interventlon of the Sultan

London, Auk. 27 —A special dispatch from Cone
stantinople says that yesterday afternoon a party
of forty men, armod with revalvers and bombs,
foroed thelr way Into the Ottoman Bank. killing
the gendarmes who were guarding the doors of
thee Institution.
