The Voorhocs act leglalated out of nfflce on

April 1 !a<-t about forty lay judge.. wh.. co).
lectively were drawing annually from the twen-
ty-onc countlea <>f th.. State ah< ut $80,. Th¦¦
law was the outcome of the Voorheea County
Judlclary net of 180.", whlcb sought to aboltah
the lay judge element of the cumbaraome and
iilisol.te county judlclary, by abrllahlng th*
ontire County Court. and re-estnblishlng th-' law
judge and conatltuting hlm the rntlr<- court.
Thir law was passi d after an ex.iting all-nlght
s«-sslon. an*l was flnally declared unconatitu-
tlonal hy the Supreme Court.

A BTATUTORY CREATION.
The deeislon declarlng the 1803 act unconatl-

tutlonal waa dlaaented to hy justice Mncie. who
hold that the lay Judge tv ns simply a atatutory
and not a constitutlonal creatl.n. and that th<*-
Lepislatnre had undntiht»d power to aholish the
Offlce. The net of 1806, whlch aooomrlishe..
cxaotly what was sought in 1800 -the ahoiltlon
of the lay judgea -waa drafted on the llnes sug-
geated by Justice Magie's dissentlng oplnlon.
Aa soon as the Voorheea act was paaaed last

winter the lay judges of the State. loath to
los- their offlclal heada, formed the "Lay
Judgea' Pr*itcctive Aasociatlon." ar.d propoaed
to test the conatltutlonallty of the law. Tlie
Hudson County Court was declded upon as one

of the placea 4\here the lay judge ahould de¬
mand the rlght to orctipy the bench. and there-
by hrln*. ahout a teat case Accordlngly Lay
Judge John Kenny Inalated upon exerclslng th«

rlght of a judge. and l.aw Judge R. S. Hud-peth
refuaed to rocognizo hlm. The lay Judge then

applled for a writ of mandanius dlrecting Judge
Hudspeth to show by what right he refuaed to

recognixe the clalma nf Lay Judge Kenny. nn 1
it was upon the argutnent on this wrlt that the
whole queatlon nf the conatltutlonallty of the
act came hefore the Supreme Court.
The argument waa heard by Juatlcea Depue,

Van Syekle and Oumrnere, Allan L McDer-
mott appearing fnr ,ne ,av J"dges of the State

nnd Counaellor Prank Bergen, of Ellaabeth, a

peraonal frlend of Senator Voorheea, argulntf
in favor of the conatltutlonallty of the law.
For many years the people nf the several

countles of New-Jers. y have been clamoiing for
ihe ahoiltlon of the useless and expenalve
"wooden" Judgea, as the lav judgea came to

he known. The offlce was looked upon ns a re-

ward for political aervlcea of a practlcal char¬

acter. and to the polltlclana the lay judge was

the "appi-oachal.il- end" of the court.

The Lay Judges contend that thelr rlght tocon-
tlnuance la baaed up »n the antlqulty of tne

offlce, lt havlng been created ln the Beventeenlh
century. Lay Judgea evlated both In Hast Jer¬
sey and West Jersey. In 17«*'J Queen .nne's ln-
struction. after both provlncea were Burrendered
to the Crown. 4vas that the Oovernor r.nd Counr.l

ahould hear and decide iii appeala
The membera of the Councll were appolnted

and were always laymen. They noi only gov-
erned, but heard all cases requiring the admin-*-
tration of justice. This aTangement contlnued.
Even in 177'i, after the Declarati >n of In.le-

pendence was mad** and the State government
4v.-.s formed, the Provl.irial Congress made no

change.
In 1844 there was a change. The Chancellor

took the place of the Govemor and the Judges
of the Supreme Court .rere made Judges of tlie

Court of Errors. Six ..ther Judges were mad*.

tralned in the law. The weakness of Lay Judge.s
was then fully undsratood and deelaimen

against. Some in the Conatltutlonal Conven¬

argued for the Lay .Iu lges becauae they knew

that wlthout legal kno.vlodge they could bc

easlly persuac'.ed.
The Conatltutlon, as rearranged and remn-

structed ir, 1884, doea not dealgnate .'.int th.
council shall l.e laymen, bul the tradltiona were
such, and it has been hard to bnak away from
them, partlcularly as *ince th*-n the forty Lay
Judges dlatrlbuted throughout the state ha.i'
exerted tremendoua Influence to etaln their

places every time the lUOject of thelr abolltlon
uas up f'.r eonalderatlon.
The Common Pleaa Court was always a Count)

Court and was eetablUhed as early aa l~u..
The Judges of this w.-r.- alao laynien. by con-

aent f..r tiie atatutea do not say whethT thej
shall be lawyera *.r not. .n tlie early laya, wh. n

leadlng queotiona came up, too knotty for the
logic of the laymen, they had the prlvilege .>,

tranamlttlng the briefa i thla clty for tne opln¬
lon of a Judge tralned n the law.
The prealdlng Judge. tueh aa preval.a now

throughout the State. ls a lat ter-.lay Innovatlon.
The neceBBlty of havlng f ime law on the hench
eauaed a preaaure to be roughi to beat on the
Leglalature, nnd the tralned lawyer waa pro-
vided.

Tlu- Lay Judge long ago became more orna-
mental than uneful. AU legal queattnna ha\c
long been declded by tha Law Judge, and tne

Lay Judge naturally concura.
