OFFICIAL STORY OF THE RIOTING

Washington, Ang. 31.—The Turkish Legation
has reeeived from the Sublime Porte the follow-
ing telegram:

“The Central Committes of the Armenian
Revolutionists of Constantinople organized on a
vast scale a programme of disorder and crim-
inal acts. Separate groups of the revolutinonists
pegan their misdeeds at the same hour, but at
different  points of the capltal Besgides  re-
volvers and daggers, they used bombe of dyna-
mite. About fifty of these men, entering sepa-
rately Into the Imperial Ottoman Bunk, began
by killing the guards and policeman and threw
their heads in the street, Avalling themselves
f the general confusion that resulted, they shut
the doors of the bank, fired revolvers and threw
bombs from the windows on the passers-hy,
Four Turkish women were cut to pleces by one
explosion, and two French clerks of the bank
were wounded and wonld have been killed It
Turkish soldiers had not come 1o thelr rescue,
