The
address will be congratulatory and goateful in
charneter; congratulutory for the immense work
the Viceroy has done for the advancement of
China; grateful for the great friendliness he has
shown American residents, and especially Ameri-
esn missionories in China, Among the members
of the committee who It is planned will be present
are the Rev, Drs, Judson Smith and W. 8. Lang-
ford, and 1. N. (Colb and A. H, Leonard.

After the presentation of this address the Viee-
roy will devote the rest of she morning to recelv-
ing those who may call upon him. At noon he
will take a rest of about an hour and have a
slight lupcheon.

PLANS FOR THE WASHINGTON TRIP.
NO OFFICTIAL RECEPFTION FOR THE CHINESE
AMBASSADOR.

Washington, Aug. 31.—The arrival of L1 Hung
Chang in the Natlon's Capital wiil not be charac-
teriged by any official proceeding whatever on the
part of this Government That incident closed
with the ceremonies in New-York on Friday last.
The great statesman from the Orlent, upon his
arrival here early next Thuraday evening, will,
with his sulte, he escorted directly to the Arlingion
Hotel, The apartments they will occupy nunfer
sixteen different rooms, and are the same as those
used by Prestdent Cleveland on the occaslon of his
arrival in Washington immediately preceding his
second inauguration. It may be that In the course
of his brief stay In the <ty a State reception will
be tendered to the Viceroy by Secretary Olney,
similar to the courtesy offered 1o the Infanta
Eulalia on the ocveaslon of her well-remembered
visit, and if this {2 agreeable to the Ambassador
he will have & chonee to meet all the members of
the Diplomatlc Corps tiow here, while it is prob-
able that others now cnjoving thelr summer vaca-
tlons will return and pay their respects 1o the
great man from the Asiutie world. Thors will bae
entertainments given by the Chiness Minister at
the legntion bullding, on Calumhia Helghts, but
these will be sltogether private in their character.
