LIEUTENANT CLARK.

————
A PRIVATE JUSTIFIED-THE

THE KILLING OF
AWARD OF THFE THREE NEW BATTLE SHIPS
—INSPECTING DOUBLE DBOTTOME.

[BY TELEGRAFH To THE TRIDUNE.)
Washington, Sept. 6 ~The War Drpartment has
mude public the procesdings of the Court of In-
quiry recently convened in the Department of the
Platte to examine into the cireumstances of the
killing of a private In Company (', 12th Infantry,
in pursunnee of an order from a commissioned
officer to a soldier to shoo® the private. The cuse
has attracted constderable attention amoang the
offfcers of the Army, owing to the unusual cir-
cumstances attending the killing and the question
Involved of the right of an offcer to order & man
under hi= command to shoot a comrade In time of
peace. In several cases |n the West civil courts
have upheld the shooting of soldiers under cer-
taln conditions, but the case here referred to dif-
fers from those previously deefded in many re-
spects. The officer who ordered the shooting i<
First Lieutenant W. 0 Clark, 12th Infantrs. The

clreumstances were these: /

A priviate of the 12th Infantry by the name of
Weaver assaulted First Sergeant Livingston, of
the same regiment. In the rcourse of the scrim-
mage which took place Weaver broke looss from
the sergeant and, running to a gun case in the
guardroom, picked up o musket and fired at the
non-commissioned offeer. The shot  Killed  him
After killing Sergeant Livingston, Weaver assumed
a threatening attitude townrd other saldiors stand.
ing hy. Among the witnesses of the killing was
Lisutenant Clark., Fonring that Weaver would fire
again, and to prevent further loss of life, he or-
dered Private Strine to shoot to kil Wenver. This
8trine did, Weaver falling dead. The Court of In-
quiry, after fnvestigating all the facts, found that
the shooting of Wenver by Strine wae proper and
Hecessary und + the clretimstances, and the action
of Lieutenant Clark in the case justifinble. R
