To the Kditor of The Trihune.

Sir: I flnd the campaign of the West qulte
slngular In aome regards. Whlle the people
are very much Interested In the money questlon.
I flnd them usually very anxlous to learn the
oxact results of the later tarlff leglslatlon. Ho
far as I have notlced In the States which I
have vislted. there is no attempt on the part
of Republlcan speakers to Ignore either ques-
tlon.

It is a great campaign for the asklng of ques-
tions. and the hulk of the questlons are in
reference to some phase of the silver agitation.
The usual loose talk of the Popullst party upon
this sul.Jeet seems to furnlsh the basls for
most of the questlons asked. It ls the ol.l
Creenl.uck craze revived ln a llttle dlfferent
form, nnd wheneve. you strike a spot where
that discase raged durlng the years from 187S
lo ISS,". there you are sure to flnd the free-coin-
age party strong. Really the foundation for
all the questlons thus far asked me by farmers
is as to whether the free colnage of silver would
not give them larger prices for crops and thus
.nable them to pay their debts wlth greater
ease. The questi<,ns whlch they ask are en-

tirely different from those whlch are asked by
the men who work for wages. Farmhands and
mechanlcs invariably inquire as to how the free
coina.ro of silver wlll affeet the purchaslng
power of the money they reeelve for work.
Incldents are conatantly occurrlng whlch II-

lustrate the pecullar sltuation In whlch the
l'ree silver advocates sometlmes find themselves
plaeed. For instance, Norfolk, Nen., is sltuated
in the Elkhorn Valley, one of the rlchest and
most fertlle valleys In the eastern portlon of
the State of Xebraska. A Oerman farmer liv-
ing In the vielnlty of the clty of Norf.-lk sold
his farm about a year ago. It was si quarter
seetlon wblch he had received from the Gov-
ernment, and for many years he had spent hls
llfe ln improving and developlng it. He sold
his farm at a fair price. but, of course, not
at a very high prlce. as lands are l.y no nieans
inflatcd in price at this tlme anywhere In tho
West. He recelved a small payment down and
took a mortgage to secure the balancr of the
purchase money. He has been a lifelong Pemo-
crat. Just before my vlslt to Norfolk the town
had b en invaded by nn advocate of free silver,
who had been teaching the pc.ple as to the
beauties of free coinage. This German ealled
upon the teaeher to Inquire of hlm about thls
new questlon of money. Of course the advoeate
of free coinage immedlately entered upon a

glovving statement of the manner in which
business would be revived if we cuild once add
to the clrculatlon of the country the silver
money which could be eoined under his method;
stateil to the ("erman that prices would be ad-
vanced. and gave a very vlvid plcture of the
advantage-*; which were sure to follow to tho
tillers of the soil.
"Very well,'* said the German, "but vat about

meln mortgage?"
The free silver man took it for granted that no

one would inquire about a mortgage, except
some poor farmer who oweu one. He imme-
diately informed the German that the frep sll-
ver business was "the slickest thing as to mort-
gages of anythlng that could be mentioned."
He sald: "You can pay off your mortgage wlth
these cheap r-O-cent dollars, and the fellow to
whom you owe it cannot help himself. It makes
no difference how much he klcks, ha wlll have
to stand it."

"Vell, then," says the German, "but the mort¬
gage is due to me; the money is eomlng to me.

How am I to bo benefited by taklng these cheap
dollars whlch you speak about?"

l'erhaps this incident illustrates the reason
why, go where 1 will, I find a great majority of
the Germans in favor of sound money. Whether
it occurs from the fact that in their cases the
mortgages are niostly coming to them or not, I
cannot say. Hut here in the State of lowa,
where the German vote is very larg<\ men best
Informed upon the subject assure me that fully
N) per cent of them in the eomlng electlon will
vote for McKlnley and sound money. In a Rtato
like lowa, where the German vote is so v.ry
lnrge, such a fact has a very important bcaring
upon tlie -flnal result. It is upon that fact I
have based the predletion, which I make so con-

fldently, that the majority In lowa for sound

money in the coming electlon will be something
marvellous.
One other reason whii-h has led the people of

the Kast to overestimate the stiengih of the

Cln.ago platform ln the West arises from the
fact that they do not have exa.-t knowledge as

t<> the real condltlon of v.-ry many farmlng dis-
titcts in the States of Nebraska, Minnesotu and
l.-va. In the portlons of these States over
which I have travelled, the farmers are by no
ineaiis in such a crlppled conditlon as we have
been led to suppose. There are no such numb.-r
of mortgages on the farms in th".-.,* States as

are generullv reported. and a very lnrge number
of the farmers in each of tlios.- States have he.-n
improving their condltlon cmstantly durlng tlie
hard times.
As a rule, it Is notorious nnmng the people

here in the West that the well-to-.lo farmers
have nothlng to do with th«* Popullst party or Its
teachings. Here on.- s.>ld.im h«-ars the docirlms
set forth in the Chlcago platform elassitled as

Pemocratle d-u-trines. The fact is gonerally
reengnized ln common conversatlon that ihe
Popullst element got poss.-ssion of that Cn-
vention, and that the platform whlch Mr. Hryan
lndoraes. as be tells us, llne by llne and word
for word, ls the wild.st plntform thnt could be
drafted by the fr.-e silver advocates. The
unaniniltv with which the platform vvas con-

deinned by the level-headed and business TV-mo-
crats. even of the West. ls something llke as

great as it is in any portlons of tJie Kast.
It Is v.-rv amusing to s.*c Chairiiiiin Jones of

the Chlcago Natlonal Commlttee frying lo pooh-
p.i'ih this whole sound mon.-y inov.ment on

the part of the Pemocrats of the I'nited States.
He even states It is ao Insignillcan! as hardly
t<, be worth mentioning. I see that yesterday
Mr. Hryan took a different vievv .,f the subject.
and opened his vocabulary against lt. He must

have discvered a thing that has escaped Mr.
Jones, that is that the movem.-nt is ne of
larg.- pro-jortlons. an.l one that eml,races, by
all o'Jds, the ablest and oldest Pemocrats al!
,,ver the Cnlted States. My surprlse has hen
verv grc.it to find this element as strong tn
tin* West as it is in the Kast, and when the

v.-itc is taken in the States of Mlnnesota and
Jnwa -yes and even Nebraska.the result wlll

sh-ivv hovv important an element It Is In the
camr-aign. I have not vislted a single preclnct
vet where r.'im''***''8 of such Pemocrats an- n*n

t. be found. One of the ablest Pemocrats in

lowa a f'-rmer memb.-r of Congress. a man

.f larg-** experlenee and eareful ol.servatlon,
assures me that nearly or qulte one-thlrd of

the Denucrats ln the State will not vote f«.r

Hryan. and that large numbers of them wlll

vote d'irectly for McKinley.
