Robert 1. 8mith, eleven years old, Is one of the
hanplest boys in Hrooklyn to-day, and all through
a procecding which oecupled several hours before
Justice Diekey In the Supreme Court yesterday
The procesding was the return of n writ of habeas
corpus, through which Robert's stepmother, Mrs
Margaret L. Smith, of No. 34 Pulaski-st., sought
to compel his aunt. Eliza Mitdlediteh, of No. 8
Clymer-gt, to give the boy up to her. Robert did
not want to o, und when Justiee Dickey dectiled
that ke eould stay with his sunt he could hardly
restraln his foy.

Robert's father dled in 1588 nine months after
his marriage to the petitloner. He left two chil-
dren, Bobert, and o girl, Milltleent, who s two
yeurs older, and who st remains with Mrs. 8mith,
and s glad to de so, accvording to her statement
In court. Mr. Smith nppolin Hig friend Frank
Melionongh ns testamentary guardian of the ehil-
dren, and as Mr. MeDonough has gone 1o Denver,
Col, he left the children In the care of Mre, Bmith
Onte day last May Bobert went to school as usual
but when nlght eame he did not go home, A tele-
gram came to Mre Smith shortly afterward, In-
forming her that Robert was with hls aunt Since
that time he has remaeined with Mrs, Middiediteh
wrid pefuscd to return 1o his stepmother.

Mr Straus. having demonstrated the entire
practicability of his milk distribution, hopes
that by another season some of the wealthy and
philanthropie men of Brooklyn will aid In the
work which he has begun,

The matron at the diet dispensary at No, 21
DeKalb-ave, in speaking yesterday of the milk
given nut during the summer, said:

“The benefit derived has been Incaleulable,
The s ipply came every day, Sundays included,
hoxed and packed in fee. At first some of the
children carrisd In arms lookesd as if they were
almost dead, and in a little while they wers so
fmproved that you would hardly know them.
Ome child that was brought here was eovered
with bolls caused by insufficlent nourishment,
and now they are all healed, the child i= well and
hearty, although it will, no dou’ t. carry the
scars of those bolls to its grave. [ could not
enumerate all the cuses which T have seen where
chlldren grew fat and well under the dally and
regular diet of this milk, which was given tn
thelr mothers here, 1 hope the distribution of
the Pasteurized milk will be taken up next sum-
mer. The good man who gave the milk this sums
mer seemed to spare no expense in having It
carofully and regularvly delivercd here, 1 had
applications for it this morning, and 1 really felt
sorry 1 had none, 1o 1 gave the next best thing.
We glve beef, milk, egigs, cioe, vatmeal, heef tea,
mutten broth and Jellles here, of course on ors
ders from physivians.'
