Our chemlsts have
ghown, after u careful analysis of specihmens of
the water derived from the various sources of
gupply, that it contains no element which, In 112
resent formn, may be regarded as deleterious to
ealth. At the =ame time, we do 1ot withdraw
our assertion that, unless projer measures are
taken to preserve the purity of the water sup-

ply, disease-breedivng conditions may arise.”

Engincer De Verona saya that he has men at
work constantly patrolling the ten ponds from
which the city takes water, in order to remove
all possible sources of impurity. Fle added 1hat
the Springfield Pond, about which so0 much com-
plaint had been mide, would be the Hrst to e
ceive a thorough and  systematic cleaning.
Simonson's Pond will come next, According to
the record in his offlee, fifty-two complainis
about the water have been recefved,  Most uf
the complainants Hve in the Tediord distrlet,
along the lne of Willoughhy-ave and the cross
streeta. A number of complaints have been
ceived from Hicks, Remsen, Clinton, Court, He
gen and other streets In or pear the Helghts,
Several have come (rom the nelghborhood of
Flatbush and Underhill aves, and there have
been some complaints from the Eastern e
trict.
