The time
was when ir was modern, when it. buzzed with
th.- busy lif" of the choicest of patronage, when,
in reputation. It was a kind of combination of th"

Hotel Waldorf and th.- Fifth Avenue Hotel. Th.?
"besl i.pie" put tit» there, and so did politicians
of this and other Slat. -

But th" Astor House is no longer modern. The
well-appointed cafe, th" excellent restaurant, the
privileges of Room No. 1 are no offset for the anti¬
quated interior, the sombre rooms, the oldtime
furniture, the almost musty odors and the pen-
oral air of gloom which possess the place. The
atmosphere of the house is changed, th" patron¬
age is changed, all is chanK"d. Politicians may

patronize the bar by day, but they go further up¬
town by night. They might he loath to sleep
there o' nights, for fear of «hosts. And so the
hotel lias mostly commercial travellers. Jewel¬
lers and occasionally other kinds of business rn-n

for patrons. The old Astor House is far. far be¬
hind th- needs of the present day in this city.

There1 are some well-
known real estato men who have thought about
the problem. Their views vary, but they are in¬
teresting.

Marling, of H. B. Ely «t Co., said: "1 believe that
S good hiid of th" kind, with moderate prices,
with rooms renting at |1, flSO and !,_! a «Jay,
would pay if erected west of Broadway, even in
W.-st or Washington Bt With new, neat, sweet
and light rooms, such a hotel wculd *fi an attrac¬
tion which would draw a large patnsjage. Com¬
mercial traveller« who are in the city for a short
time would put up at such a hotel. And then
there are many men who have to do with Fulton
and Washington markets who would live there
more or less permanently. The hotel should he
built In a good location, but not upon too high-
pi eafsnd. Aa for the Aator House, it seems to
have had its day. It is passé. Th.' restaurant is
good, hut th« rooms and furniture are old and
run do« n."
William M Ryan, who, with all his sssjkntng

daring In real «-state matters, is an extremely
cauticua m;n, said: "This is a question which
¡t would require s Solomon to answer. There

in the first place, the solution of the question
must revert ultimately to the Inquiry, Will such
a hotel pay? Light may be §hed on that quea-
tlon by considering what has been the experi¬
ence of the pi.st.

Th.- Coemopolttan la doing well with a
almllar patronage. Now. the queation is, Will
the prices which the Astor House and the Cos¬
mopolitan are obtaining justify the erection of
a large hotel of the modern pattern?
SHOULD BE CONVENIENT TO RAILROADS.
