Put on the return of the delegation from Chl¬
cago arrangements were made at once to repudb
at.- this declaration and fuse wlth the Popullata
and the Pettlgrew Silver Republlcana In aupporl
of a Bryan-Sewall, Bryan--'ateon electoral
ticket. A recenl Btate Conventlon effe.-ted thla
fualon and oarri.-d the party deflnitely over to the
BUpport of the repudlatlon piatform and notnl-
neea.
The Mlnneaota Pemocrats have plunged aa

headlong int<> the mlre of the fr.-e colnage hereay
as thelr brethren across the s.mth Dakota bor-
der. At a state Conventlon on June 11 laat they
formally declared:

All of theaa prtnetplea tha Doctor aald, were

appllcable to the pre>ent tlme. Avoldanca of
foiei^n entanglementa had become a aettled pollcy.
The rartoua aectlona of the eountry were Inter-
dependent; ih.-lr amlcable relatlona muat be pre-
Berved The worda of Waahlngton had come to
have a tremendoua a'gnlflcanoe. Heorlmlnatlons
between the Baat and the West ahould be frown.-.l
upon. They were only lnsplred by aelf-aoeklng
polltlclana No aectlon monopollxed the honor and
Integrlty of tha eountry. Tha morallty of th.j
Natlon .oiiid not be malntalned wlthout rellglon.
The Natlon muat he true to the rellglon* prln-
clplea Inherlted from Ita found.-ra. The Natlon w.is

begtnnlng to llre up to the prlnclplea of arbltratlon
nnd p.-.u-e inculcated by Waahlngton.

ln cloalng. Dr, Thompson aald that Washlngton'a
farewell addreaa came cloae to every patrlotlc In-
Btlnct.

lar buy 11 of gold.' Thia la the cry of thls 'boy ora-
tor Aak him what his forelgn pollcy la, and he wlll
reply a Gt-cenl dollar."
Just then a man in uie aecond row from the piat¬

form atood up. Mr Dlxon s.iw him m an .natan; and
ahoutad: "I won't be Interrupted I won't anawer
cranka. I won't let cranka talk here." The man, who
aubaequently gave hia name as Heorg-e Coleman. at-
tempted to reply, hut Mr. Dlxon c.lle.i upon the
ushera to put Coleman out. Beveral of the uabare
advanced upon Coleman and motione,! to the po.lee
to follow them. Two pollceroen reaponded, and atood
near the uahera whlle they toid Coleman to leave the
bulldlng. Coleman prot.-ated that he had no lntentlon
of creaiing a diaturbance. hut the uah'-rs, followed by
the pollce, eaeorted hlm to the door ar.d forced Cole¬
man li ieave the huliding.
Mr. Dlxon then read and eompared parta of the R»-

publlcan and Hryan Democracy platforma. and after
each sectlon waa read would exclalm: "Mr. Bryan'a
only pollcy la a J3-cent dollar."
