EXPLORION SHOCKR FIFTH-AVE.

TWO WORKMEN INJURED, A PASSING CAR-
BIAGE DAMAGED AND MANY WIN-
DOWS SHATTERED.

"I'hc- firing of a heavy blast In the excavation at
I'_iflh-n\'i' and Foriy-fourth-st., where the new
Delmenico restaurant Is to be built, caused general
hr\roc in the neighborhood at noon yesterday. Two
workmen were fnjured, there was a general shat-
tering of gluss In the buildings nearby and & posse
Ir:u carringe narrowly escaped belng blown Into the
alr.

The excavation was belng done under the direc-
rt?n of Florenee L, 8mith, a contractor, of No. &%
West Forty-elghth-st. Patrick Lawlor, & workman,
of No. 542 West Fifty-fifth-st., set off the blast a
few minutes before noon, It was rupposed that
everytking had been prepared to guard against
danger, but the blast went off with a roar that
could be heard ten blocks away. Those who were
near the execavation avere completely stunned by
the explosion. Plezes of rock were blown In all
directions.  Two lubarers, who were close
bla=t, were knocked down and slightly Injured,
They were Charles Thompson, a laborer, of No, 131
West  8Sixtleth-st.. and another [luborer namead
Hugh Ward, Both of the men were injured about
the legs. They refused medleal ald, however, and
continued thelr work as soon as the cxecltement
Wils over,

Mr. 8Emith recelved a trifling cut on the right side
of the face, A carriage from the lvery stable of
Bamuel Mason, st No. 4 West Twenty-eighth-st,
was golng up Fifth-ave. when the explosion oc-
curred. ‘There was no one in it. Some of the fiving
pleces of rock struck the rear part of the vehlely
and serfously damaged 1. The ralling In front of
the Fifth Avenue Bank, at No. 528 Fifth-nve, was
bent and twisted, The bullding at No. 5 Fifth-
ave, occupled by John Hudson, a florist, was as-
anlled with a fusillade of the fiying stones, Pretty
nearly all the windows in the front part of the
bullding were shattered, Two panes of glise were
algo broken In the parlor windows of Mre. Lumby's
honse, nt No 535 Fifth-ave

When the explosion was over the Injured men
were found Jving on the ground. An ambulance
was sent for, hut wns not needed, The polles of th
East Fifty-firet-st, astation placed Lawlor, who dis
eharged the blast, under arrest, belleving that he

wa# responsible for the heavy explosion. e was
