Aa he took his dep.-irturr the Warden shook hands
with hlm and wlshed hlm good luck.

HEAYY EXPORTS OF COTTON,

THB SHORT CROr BEINO RHIPPED ABROAD AT A!f
CNPRE<'EDENTEn RATE.

One of the chlef causes of the turnlng of the tlde
of gold from Kurope Into thls country r-cently hae
been the phenomenal Kuropean demand for Amer¬
ican cotton. The reserves of the Hrltlsh and Con-
tlnental mills got almoat to the lowest tlgures on

record last season, something llke 1.000,000 bales lesa
than ln the prevlous year, and It is to teplenlsh these
exhausted mill stocki that a great fleet of tramp
steamers. as well as the swlfter and staneher craft
of the regular transatlantlc lines, is pow loadlng at
Amerlcan ports with cotton for Kurope. The e_-

tent and importanoe of this movement can be seen

by glanclng a: the flgures up to date as compared
wlth the shlpments two years ago. the reoord-break-
ing year of cotton exportatlon, when the great vol-
time of B.TK.uiO baN-s went abroad out of an Amerl¬
can crop of 9,'W.OOO bales. Last season. owlng to the
hlgher prlce. the foreignera took as llttle of our cot¬
ton as they could get along wlth. Kven under these
ciicumstances they had carried away aboul 4.500.tWB
balrs wher. the «»>ason closed.
"The New-York Finaneial Chronlcle" shows that

up to last Fr.day the exports of thls new crop of
-otton, from September 1, had been 284.119 bales. as

compared nith 81,278 bales ln the eorresponding time
last year, and as eompan .1 with lSS.OOO bales between
September 1 and 2N, ltf.4, the aeason of the banner
cxportatlors. Thls Is an excess of l.)0,000 bales over

tiie exports of tiie record year for the short space of
twenty-flve days. To make the posltlon stronger,
the etatlaticlana show that on last Frlday thero waa
on shlpboard at tiie various porta awaltlng clear-
ainv, ga good oa exported, though not yet eountet
in the exports, 161,s30 bales. as compared with 7>».51_
last year at the same tim_ and 132,16ti for the record
y, ar.

Evtdentljr the foreigners are after this crop wlth
an SOgarneafl never before appro.icn.-d by tn, m. At
tiie rate they are taking it away tbe/ wou.d carry
off not less than S.000,000 bales. As tne crop ls . x-

pected to be under 8,u00,000 bales, and there ti no
surplus cotton to speak of in thls country, the ln-
tereatlng Query arises, Where are tne Amerlcan
spinners, Wboae wants ln a normal year (and the
undoubted electlon of McKlnley wlll mean a year
prodtglOUSly better than normal) are not less than
1,000,000 bales, to g.-t their cotton from? Thls haa
doubtleas oc.urrcl to the American spinners, for
since September 1 they have bought 104,845 balea,
agalnst &X%4 bales last year, for the flrst twenty-
flve daya of September.

Sandy Hook, been formally approved by Sec¬
retary l.amont, but orders have been Issuetl from
the Qua-tcrmarler-Oencrnl's offlce to <"aptaln
Dovot, who wlll have charge of the oonstruetlon
work at the new statlon. to Issue proposals Invltlng
blds for the erectlon of the necessary buildings.
Thls order wns sent to Captaln Devol on Tuesday,
and lt ls expected that he wlll eause the necessary
advertlsements to be publlshed at once. Hlghly
commendable progress by Army ofllclals having
charge of the establishment of thls Important ata¬
tlon has been made In all the pn llmlnary atagea,
and the Indlcatlona nre thftt the clostng stepa wlll
be puslied to completlon wlth all dlspatch conslat-
ent wlth thoroughness.

LlEl TE.XANT WILLIAMS'S TROCBLES.
Ueutenant Wllllam M Wllliams, a retlred offleer

of the Army, whose brother offlcera have been wont
to speak of hlm as "Olly Blll," Is In mlsfortuno
.iK.iiti. and ls ordered to appear before a court-mar-
tlal at Fort WtXfwB, Mlch., upon chargea of non-

paymont of dehts. It waa ln 1890 that he waa trled
and convl.'ted for fnlltng to pay his hllls, and ha
was sentenc.-d to be dismlssed from the aervlce.
General Scnofleld pronounced the sentence a mle-
carrlage of Justh-e, due to the IneftVieiey of the
judge-advocate of the court, and the sentence waa
modifle.l to susnenslon for flve years. He ha» alnce
been put on the retlred lisi. In May. 18S3, he waa
ngaln complalned of by several people for contraet-
ln_* debts on the strength of hla ofttct.-il positlon and
forgettlng to pay them. an.l was again ordered be-
foro a eourt-martlal at Fort Wayne. It la rither
an unusual occurnmoe for an olflcer to be trled
the second tlme before he haa completed the sen-
teii.e for the flrst. I.l.-utenant Wllliams ls an Ohlo
ma.i, who enllsted In an Ohlo reglment In July, 18IS2,and In June followlng he was promoied to be a
II tutenant. In November. 1867. he wia commls-
iloned a second lieutenant ln the regular servlce ln
rooognltlon of his gallant and raerltorlous aervlce
In the pursult of the rebel guerllla. Mirgan, through
Indlana and Ohlo. I'nder his name ln the Army
KegUter ls thls note: "Kor the anonvalous poaltlon
of thla offleer see Oeneral Court-Martlul Order }, A.
O. O., January 6, 1891. and Oeneral Court-M'ar'tlai
Order, 65, A. G. O., June 13. 1898."
