While there haa been no extraordlnary rush of

bualneaa at the Navy Yard In the laat week. there

haa been conatant actlvlty, nnd all hands aeem

to have aettled down to a wlnter-of ateady oocu-

patlon. The docking of the Chlcago ln the stone

dock marked the beglnnlng of a task whlch wfll
not be completed Inside of a year. and may re-

qulre much longer. The workmen of the c.n-

itruetlon Department have already begun opera-

tlona. but there la aome Inconvenlence attendlng
the work on the under-water part of the ship, as

the caisson of the dock ls not as tlght as it ahould

be. and the leakage ls sufficlent to keep the keel

blocks oonstantly aoaked. There ls a posslblllty
that the leaka will IncreRse ln extent. and It

was remarked yesterday that it mlght yet be

necessary to floa^ the shlp and make some

ehanjtes ln the flttings of the calsson. A

remarkable thlng about the Chlcago is the

excellent condltlon In whlch her hull has re-

malned. For a year or more she has heen floatlng
in the muddy waters of the Wallabout Channel,
where dredgers have been at work ronstantly,
ber only movements havlng been a shift from

one slde of the channel to the other. Commentlng
on this yesterday. one of the construrtors said

that the hull was apparently flt to last forever,
wlth anv sort of care. as her plates showed no

.igns of the usage to whlch they had been sub-

Jected Iu her Interlor she Is as good as ever. so

far as her structural parts are concerned. and

there Is every prospect that when she Is agaln

plaeed ln rommlsslon she wlll rank wlth the best

Ihlpa of the Navy ln speed and general useful-

ness. and. wlth her new armament, wlll be able

to glve some of the heavier ships of forelgn
Powers a hard tussle if occaslon requlres. Her

t^w engines. which are only lacking some small

connections to be ready for turnlng ln the set-

tlng-up shop. will probably feel stcam some tlme

next month. The condensera have been tested.
gnd. wlth the exceptlon of a slight leak, have

been found to be all rlght.
The regular work of repalrs on the ships of

the fleet. together wlth the work on the Chlcago.
the Erlcsson and the Purltan. will keep thlngs

movlng along at a llvely pace for some tlme.

There waa a rumor floatlns around yesterday
that the Atlanta. which is now at the yard
awaiting her turn at the hands of the rebuild-

ers. wlll be aent to the Norfolk yard. but lt

could not be verlfled. lt is hoped by the yard
firce that the rumor ls not based on fact, as

there Is none too much work ln slght at present.
and the yard has a plant and force capable of

handllng much more business than is llkely to

come to lt.
Recent blds for battle-shlps and torpedo hoats

have agaln called attentlon lo what many

people consider a mistake on the part of the

Government. That is, the awardlng of work of

that sort to outside flrms. whlle the Government

plant Is so well equlpped and the force of men

in such an excellent condltlon as regards per-
¦onnel and numbers. With the new tools and

engines plaeed In the yard shops in the last year
or two. lt was polnted out yesterday, the Brook¬
lyn yard has all the facllltles for bulldlng naval
vesaela possessed by any private flrm which Is

in the business, and the fact that wages and

hours of labor are more near the level of out-

alde concems than ever before is clted as one

tcreat point in favor of the work, or a portlon
of lt, belng plaeed in the hands of the Govern¬
ment bullders.
BOW THE CONTRArT WORK 8TANDS.

The contract work on lmprovements about the

yard is In a rather pecullar condltlon. It may be
remembered that the case of J. M. Brosnan. who

had the contract for bulldlng a wall on the ndrth-
ern edge of the Naval Hospital grounds. is still in
the hands of Unlted States Commissloner Morle
awaiting settlement. At the time the wall con¬

tract was under way the same COntractor was

bulldlng a portlon of the maln s.-a wall. running
west from the end of Main-st., on which work
had been suspended Since the case of the

faulty work ln the wall went into court, work on

the sea wall has been resumed, and It is now

nearly completed. The last of the stone for the

coplng came to the yard yesterday, and when
that la plaeed there will remaln only the driving
of the fender splles on the outer wall, and the re-

filling In of the earth at the baek. There is little
outside work belng carrled on on any of the
bulldlngs, No. 115 belng finished. The new tlm¬
ber dock shows slgns of nearing completion as to

the approaches, and the work of constructing the

retalnlng walls ls golng ahead with the vig >r

whlch haa marked all the operations conducted
by the contractors who undertook to flnlsh the
task. A contract has been made with Benner &
Opdyke to build a sectlon of the quay wall inside
the Whitney Basln, ln the Cob Dock, the price
belng $l»_ a llnear foot. The sectlon w ill begin at
the end of the present quay wall, and be about
277) feet long. This wall will be built of concrete
on a spile foundation. and have a granite coplng
and a backing of rlprap stone. J. Sanford Ross
la the lowest bldder for the contract for the sea

wall at the coal wharf. hls flgure belng $~n a

linear foot. and it ls expected that he will get
the contract. This wall. whlch wlll be about *f.N
feet long. will take the place of the present rot-
ten wooden structure, and Is an lmprovement
greatly needed. It wlll be built accordlng to the
general speclflcatlons coverlng the Whitney Basln
wall. the differenee ln price being attributed to

the larger amount of excavatlon necessary on the
latter work.

DAMAOF. GREATER THAN EXPECTED.
The damage to tlmber drydock No. 2 turns

out to be more serious than was at first sup-

posed. Both ends of the dock were banged and

battered by the rush of the caisson and the

barges. and the work of repalrlng the dock wlll

take c.ms! lerable tlme. and eost about g.'UalO.
The Minnle, Commodore Stcard's steam launcti.
presents a grlmy appearance. Her deck-
house was swept a vay. and whlle her engines
are beiieve.l to be .nly slightly injured, it is
known that her boller Is practlcally useles.-v
The fuil extent of the damage to the launch
cannot be known untll she ls ralsed from the
bottom of the dock. It li consldered a remark-
abte occurrence that her hull was not stralned
except in a small place at the bow, and she was

so stron., that after the water had been pumped
mit <>f tne dock It was necessary to bore a hole
in the bottom of the little craft. under the en-

gtties, to let out the water which had filled her.
The Board whlch was to determine the extent
and eost of the repairs necessary to the dock
had not met at a late hour yesterday afternoon
but lt was expected tHat Its flrst sesslon would
be held to-morrow. The iumor that Clvll En-
gineer Menocal. the head of the department at
the tlme of the accldent, had prepared for a

court-martlal by engaglng J. It. C. Soley a

former Asslstant Secretary of the Navy, to de-
fend hlm was not verlfled. and whlle it Is gener¬
ally belleved that a court-martlal wlll follow the
Investlgatlon and report of the Board, !t is not
thought that the result wlll be any severe pun-
ishment for the engineer.
When Chairman Faulkner of the Democratlc

National Commlttee made hls charge that docu¬
ments agoinst the cnuse of free allver were be-
ing clrculated in the Navy yards.
