1t is proposed now that we shall not only have
our present condition, which is bad enough, con-
tivved, but that we have it wggravated by the
determination of certain pesgle to put us upon
a silver basis and depreciate and degrade the
currency of the country. You do not have in
vour stores what some of the older men will re-
member was an Indispensable thing Lefore the
war—a bank note detector. When money jg pald
over your counter now you Know there Is no
depreciation in it, whether it is wNational bank
notes or Treasury notes, gold or silver cortif-
leates, gold or sllver itkelf, or the old green-
Lacks. You know that every dollar you recelve
j= just as good as gold, and you do not have to
consult either the bank note detector or the
daily newspapers to discover whether thal
moeney I8 good or not. You know it is good, (Ap-
plause and cries of “That's right!’)

It is propused now Lo enter upon the experi-
ment of the free coinage of sllver, whh-h_n-uuh!
give us at the present price of silver HZ-vent
dollars, and hereafter, If that pollcy should b
inaugurated, you would hsve to o nsult the
dajly markets In the newspupers to know what
a silver dollar was worth befure you took It.
(Great cheering and cries of “That's right!") My
fellow-citizens, we neither want unrestrained nor
unrestricted competition from Eurcpe, nor do
we propose to have the money of Mexico or
China to answer our purpose In this clvilized
country. (Great applause and cries of “Hurrah
for McKinley!")

A STIRRING IMPROMPTU' SPEECH.

The next speach was also an Impromptu one. but
it was one of the most stirring of a day ul"JIvol)'
gpeechmaking. A thousand members of the Sound
Money Railway Club of Massillon, made up of em-
ployes of the Wheeling and Lake Erle Company,
ecame unannounced to pay thelr respects to Major
McKinley. J. F. Townsend was the spokesman,
Mounting a chair to address the rallway men,
Major MeKinleyr was greeted with prolonged
chears. He said:

On account of the number of speeches 1 have
made to-day and the great number of people 1
have addressed, for I have spoken many times
and to thousands of people, most of them of dif-
ferent occupations, but all of them alike inter-
ested in the honor, well-being and prosperity of
the eountry, T ask your consideration If T do not
speak at great length. (Applause.)

I am glad to mest the men of the Wheeling and
Lake Erie Rallway., You want your money to
be sound (ap dause): you want every dollar you
have to he as good as every other doliar.  You
want, when you have worked for your raflroad,
to be paid In money that Is worth 00 cents on
the dollar. You do not want to be paid In a
debased or depreciated currency. (Cries of
“You are right; we don't!")

You want another thing for your advancement,
You want the country to be prosperous, Rall-
roads are prosperous only when the country Is
prosperous; rallroads are always in embarrass-
ment when the business of the country is de-
preesed, You will have nothing to haul unless
somebody wants the products that somebody
else makes along your line, and the more prod-
ucts you can carry, the steadler will be your
employment and the better your wages. (Con-
tinued applauge.)

Yours I8 & most dellcate and dangerous em-
ployment. 1 never step off a rallroad train
after elther a long or a short journey that 1 do
not feel like making personal acknowledgment
to every rallway employe for his care for the
gafety of the passengers., (Applause) I never
step off a rallroad train that I do not feel llke
golng to the englneer and taking off my hat to
him., (Applause and cries of "Good!") 1 am
glad to meet and greet you to-day. You have
not eome to do me honor personally: you have
come to dn honor to the cause for which, by the
partiality of a great political party, I for the
moment stand., You are interested in the suc-
vess of the principles of this party because you
belleve those principles, earried Into. practical
demcenstration, will be better for, your employ-
ment, hetter for your familles, better for your
rallroads, hetter for your communities, and bet-
ter for the entire country, (Prolonged applause.)

I make no appeal to you that 1s not based upon
what I believe Is for the publle good. T believe
it I8 the misslon of the Government of this coun-
try tn take care of the Industrial people of the
country. I belleve [t is the bhusiness of the coun-
try to make everything that we can make In the
United Btates which our people consume, (Ap-
planse and cries of “Good!") 1 belleve it Is the
business of the country to protect every citizen
in hia employment from the cheap products
made by the cheaper labor of other lands. (Crles
af “Good!" and “That's the stuff!") .

I belleve that the way to prosperity In the
T'nited States ls to encourage the American
workshop and uphold American labor. (Tre-
mendous applause.) And when you uphold
American lahor and sustain the American work-
#hop you have given trade and traffic to these
great rallway companles, the arterles of com-
merce, which In turn give steady employment
to the rallroad employes of the country. (Cries
of “That's right!") [ thank you heartily for
this eall, and bid you all goodhy. (Three rousing
cheers were then glven for McKinley.)

GREETED BY TIN-PLATE WORKERS.

A thousand men employed In the manufacture of
tin plate, all handsomely uniformed, arrived at
230, They came from New-Kensington, Penn.
Thelr spokesman was Edward Dinkensplel, Major
McKinley addressed them as follows:

For the generous message of goodwlll which
has been presented to me by vour spokesman, I
beg to make most sincere and heartfelt acknowl-
edgment. Ta be called by laboring men them-
galves “the workingman’s friend” is the highest
honor for which I would strive. (Prolonged cheer-
fng.) To have been In any way connected with
Natlonal leglslation that has furnished employ-
ment to the hundreds and thousards of men who
stand beslde and around me s worthy the best
ambition of any man. I am glad to have a
demonstration here to-day that we can make tin-
plate in the Unlted States, (Contlnuous ap-
plause.)  If your factory and other kindred fac-
torles are not A8 Prosperous as they were two or
three years ago, you know the reason why. If
your wages have been reduced In the plate fac-
tories, you, quite as well as I, can tell the reason
why, for it 18 bad enough to suffer a reduction in
rour pay: it 1s an added aggravation to have to
suffer a cut in the money In which you are pald,

I take It that every man who stands before me
to-day i not only In favor of Natlonal prosperity,
but he s In favor of National honor and Natlonal
currency that will be ps sound as the Republic
and as unsullled as its honor has always been.
{Tremendous applause.) There {8 no menace to
labor ke that of the depreciated and debased
currency.

What do you suppose you have {n vour savings
banks in Pennsylvania? (A volce, “Milllons of
Aollars!®) Why, in the year of 1800 the savings
banks of the 8tate of Pennsvivania held in trust
for the 274000 depositors, men and women,
£G8,500,000 of the earnings of labor. Would yon
favor, can you favor, any polley which would de-
crease, which would Inevitably destroy one-half
of the value of this great sum, the accumulation
?{IV?“:' honest and prudent toll? (Crles of "No!"
No'"

There 18 to my mind something singularly ab-
hao t in such a proposition.

Charles Richter, for the Bohemlan voters; J. I
Green, for the colored voters; E. H. Bohm, for the
German-American voters, and Harry Mason, for
the voters of Amerlcan descent. A llvely raln fell
during puart of the speechmaking, but the people
remained and cheered with additional fervor, The
grecting glven to Major McKinley by his Claveland
friends was remarkable for Its duration and earn=
nestuess.
