THE AMERICAN LINER AGAIN CRIPPLED.

EHE BRPAKS A SHAFT OF HER PROPELLER, BUT
PROCEEDS HER WAY—-THE NEWS
BROUGHT HERE BY THE FUERST
MISMARCK, WHICH LAY-TO
T0O RECEIVE THE
REPORT,

The Hamburg-American Line steamship Fuerst

Bismarck hrought into port yesterday a story
of an accldent to the American Liner Paris
while off the Grand HBanks. The steamer,
which left this port on Wednesday for South-

ampton, had a broken propellor khaft, but
she refused aid from the Fuerst Bismarck, and
signified her intention of proceeding on her east-
ward voyage.

It was on Thursday. at about noon time, when
the Fuerst Bismarck, bound from Bouthamp-
ton to New-York, then In latitude 41.07 and
Jongitude 66.06, 390 miles east of Sandy Hook
and 120 due south of Cape Sable, in a position
almost over Georges Bhoals, gighted the Paris.
The two ocean steamships approached each
other rapldly, and Captain Albers, of the Bis-
marck, saw through his glass the slgnal of “at-
tentlon” on the Parie Captain Albers drew
up to the Parlg, and lay-to within & ship's length
of the erippled ocean liner. A boat put off from
the American Line steamship, and an officer
hurried aboard the Bismarck, He reported to
Captain Albers that the starboard tube shaft
had broken just inboard at %:40 o'clock on that
morning, but that Captain Watkins intended
to proceed to Bouthampton under the port pro-
pellor. He requested Captain Albers to Carty
& written report of the accident to the American
Line offices in this city, and also letters from
pome of the passengers on the Parls who had
taken advantage of thelr opportunity to get
back word to their friends In the United Btates.
The officer from the Paris refused any aid from
the Rismarck, and returned to his ship. Boon
afterward the passengers on the Fuerat Els-
marck saw the Paris get in under way and
proceed on her FEastward course,

WAVING THEIR SALUTES

During the time that the twe big orean liners
lay-to so near cach other, roiling in the slow
gwell of the sea, thelr rails were crowded with
passengers waving handkerchlefs and fags and
shouting greetings back and forth, It made a
striking seene, the ofcers of the Bismarck sald,
this unusual meeting of the two steamers on the
high seas, almost within spraking distance.
There was the excitement natural to the novelty
of the situatfon, but nons due to the accldent to
the Paris.

The report of the breakdown, which Captain
Watkins sent to the American Line officers, was
as follows:

October §, 189

Thursday, Oectober 8 about 540 u. m.. when
about 3% milesr east of Bandy Hook Lightship, the
starboard tube-shaft of the Parls broke The star-
board engine was stopped and the Parls will pro-

cond 1o Southampton under the port engine only.
No other injury whatever and all well aboard.

The aceldent will delay the steamer in her ar-
rival at Southampton enly about a day, or two
days at the furthest, should ghe meet no ad-
verse storms, She can easily {ravel at about
the rate of fifteen knots an hour under one en-
gine, which iz about thres-quarters of her nor-
mal speed. She had procesded 320 miles from
Sandy Hook when she broke down, leaving
about 2650 miles of the Atlantie yet to be
travelled before reaching her destination,

The accident to the Parls was similar to that
which this fleet ocean liner sustalned on March
25, 1800, when a day's sall from the Irish coast.
At that time, also, the starboard tube-shaft
broke., The aecldent was not discovered until
the sfarboard engine kard began racing. On this
secaslon, however, the hreak was apparvently
discovered almost as soon as it happencd. No
damage was done to the engine.

PASBENGERS ON THE BOAT.

Among the pazsengers on the Paris are Clem-
ent A. Griscom, president of the International
Navigation Company, which operates the Amerl-
can Line; J. H. Biles, designer of the Parls and
the New-York: Hermian Stump, Commissioner-
General of Immigration of the TUnited States,
Count Charles Kielmansegg and Charles W,
Whiley, United States Consul at St Etlenne,
France.

There are also on board ninety second cabin
passengers and about 10 steerage.

A report was gent to this ciiy last evening
that at 8:40 o'clock an American Line steamship
had been glihted from Fire Island, going west-
ward, which was not the 8t Louis, due at about
that: time. As the only other steamer of the
Ameriean Line on the ocean was the Paris, it
wns Inferred that the erippled steamer waa re-
turning to port. The Fire Island observer later
amended his report, saying that it was the 8t
Louis which h#d heen slghted

PROF. CHASE OBJECTS TO MARKINGS.

CONTROVERSY BETWEEN THE DEAN OF THE

NEW-FORK LAW EBCHOOL AND J, . PAR-
BONE, 1%, TO COME REFORE THE
REGENTS ON OCTORER 15
The Board of Regents at i's meeting on October
15 will have before It for conslderation the con-
troversy between Genrge Chase, dean of the New-
York Law Sehool, and James Rusaell Pdrsons,
jr.. directar of the examination dgpartment bf the
Universtty of New-York. The New-York Law
School I8 the only law school In the State upon
whose gradunted the Regents confer the degree of
Bachelor of Laws, Some of the graduates of the
New-York Law School were rejected on thelr
Regents' examination for the degree, Professor
("hase, In a communieation to one of the Regents,
has found fault with many of the questions pro-
posed, and with the marks glven by the examiners
to the applieants for the degree on some of the

papers,

One of the questions eoncerning which he finds
especial fault s this: “In an action by a lumber
morehant for goods sold and dn?rrﬂﬂ. entries In a
tallv-book kept by a boy employed were offercd
in evidence. The boy who made the entries was
tnsane. Are the entrles admisaiile in evidence?
Discuss the rule of law Involved. One of Pro-
fessor Chase's puplls recelved w mark of zero, hav-
tng =ald that the evidencs waa ndmissible, though
1t wonld have Hitle or no welght, Another held that
the entries were not admissible  and recelved na
mark. Another who answered that they were al-
missible recelved o murk of flve. The marks wera
on a hasis of ten for perfeet answera  Professor
Chase thinks the question ambleuous, because the
boy might have been insane ot the time the entrics
were made, or have lLecome Ingane hetween the
time the entrles wers made and the time of the
 trial, The questions arose a4 to whether the tally-
| book was a regular book of entry or only @ mem-
arandum for the private nse¢ of the bhoy. as to
whether or not the boy was of sufficlent aze for
the performance of such duties, and as to whether
or not his Insanity was of such a nature as {o
prevent his performance of such dutles as keeplng
w tally-hook.
