MATOR TVUBSTER'S FIRST COSTMI'NICATION TO

THE ALDERMRN TFT IV THE PRINT-

BR'8 HANDS.

Mayor Wurster'8 first m'essage waa scnt to th*
Board of Aldermen on tho first Monday In Janunry.
but it has not yet appoarcd In flflant-1 prfatad form.
lt would seem as lf laa moir.hs and a half ought to
be suffldent to enablo the most doalboxato of print-
erB to handl-j a doc-ument of tbat Iflgth. for Mr.
Wurster took palns to make hit. lirst olliclal com-
munlcatlon to the Clty Fathers commendably short.
There are some obvlous rensons for the delay,

howevcr. and tho most Important ls that the mes-

aage of the Mayor. In accordance wlth establlshed
cuatom, is 10 form the first part of a volume that
wlll Include the reports for JW<5 of all tho clty do-
portments. Bome of the renorta are bulky, and It
haa not been pracllcable to get them all out aa yet.
The volume of reports last year contalned about
¦even hundred pages; thla year about twlce as

many pagea wlll be put Into the book. A good share
of the tncreaa-i- ln due .0 the report of the i>epart-
ment of Clty Worka, whlch makia a koo<i-h1z<><] vol¬
ume of ltself.
There ls a growlng convlctlon tnat the printer who

doea the . Ity's prlntlng should do his work more ex-

pedltlouslv. ln the oplnlon of eiyierieiicetl officlals.
all the depa. tment reporta aml the Mayor s mea-
aage should be ready not later than the mlddle of
the year, and lt Ia aald that tha orlnter wlll be out

under fl Lon.l next year to furnish ev-tytl.lng com-

plete by July l.
