than doubling In every period, it was believed that
Indiun wheat was soon to swamp the world's mar-
ket. Since then It has been steadily dec
belng an average of 33,281 20 bushela In Illlvﬁ -
704,000 In 1%93-85, and In 189 the exports have dwin-
died to half this. The famine which Is now overs
shadowing the northwest provinces i not due, hows
sver, to the fallure of the whent crop primarily, but
to the faflure of other food grains during the past
summer. This has left the population on the edge
of starvation, but it will not Envml them from
planting wheat this fail and harvestl it next
spring, though It has fn-utly Mminished thelr pres-
ent eapacity for nup}: ying wheat to Fu . The
United States, therefore, having liself a falr erop,
i« now NMlling the nnr occasioned by the Indian
wheat supply, but unless the cyele of poor years
which began In 1891 and has lasted ever since in
Northern Indla continues during the coming winter,
India will enter 187 with the usunl wheat su .

A CHART TO BE MADE OF THE UNDER~
GROUND NETWORK.

ONFE RESULT OF THE PRESENT EXCAVATIONS=
THE NEW PAVEMENT.

The visitor to New-York who has heard of Fifth-
ave, and lts beauties should be told before he goes
there now tFat the well-known thoraugifare I8 not
looking ts best, and that {t will not be all that
has been elalmed for it until the present eity gov-
srnment has removed the traccs of Tammany mis-
management and misrule. The avenne s torn up
between Farty-third and Fifty-first sts., and where
the daily carrlage parade has taken place in years
botore great plles of earth, granite blocks and
hroken msphalt block the way, and monster irom
plpes arealt the completion of great trenches which
are belng dug for their reception. Plumbers, gas-
fAtters and masonsa are seattersd among the men
who Alg, and at frequent intervals may be seen
men who wear Inspectors’ and foremen’s badges.
The work has a double object, and when it I8 com-
pleted not only will the avenue have a smooth and
nolseless pavement, but the location ot the various
pipes, condults and sewers which are buried below
the surface will be known. In addition to thess ree

silts, thers will also be an additional and muehe
peeded witer main put down, amd the plumbing
and Hiting of the pipes will have been so care-
filly look=d after that, to the opinion of General
