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DISMISSAL PLANS PERFECT.

KOT A SIGN OF CONGESTION IN DISEBAND-
5 ING THE GREAT MASSES OF MUN-
UNIVERSAL PRAISE FOR G1N-

To those jeopie who have secn large parades und
who reallze the difficulty of preventing conk stlon
at the point where the forces Are dismlsged, the
parnde of yesterday was doubiy Interesting.

GENERAL PRAISE FOR CHIEF CGNLIN'S

MANAGEMENT.

THE LLUECOATS DID THENL 1UTY WELL UNDER
TRFING CINCUMSTANCES, AND (CONTRIBUTED
MIUTCH 1O TR SUTOVESY 0F THE PARADE,

The work of the police In the oity yesterday was
Aifleult and arduous on account of the parade, al-
though there winsd geperal good order everywhers
and good nature all alomg the line.
