roSTOFFICE AUTHORITIE8 NOT YET READY
TO MAKE DltClXHTlTIUEft,

The. information that proprietor« of bucket-shops
who had used the United States malls In drum¬
ming up trade had be. n prosscnted successfully
In the Cnltcl States Court In (*hl«*agO was fol¬
lowed hy reports yesterday that the 1'ostnmVe au¬
thorities were prepared to move against the Pro-
prietors of a number of bucket-shop« In this
city. Tostmaster Dayton and his subordinates
said they knew nothing of the plans of the ofilclals
In Washington on that subject, and the Postofflc«
Inspectors declared that, while they might tell n

preat deal if they were allowed to talk, their lips
w-«r<* sealed.
"You will readily understand." snld one of the

inspectors to a Tribune reporter, "that Wfl cannot
talk nbout «nch n matter heforo a Mow has been
Struck, because we might put certain person« on

their guard, and perhaps enahle them to evade ar¬

rest. When the proper time comes we shall ho
please«! to let the public know everything through
the newspapers."

It Is presumed that the inspe.-tors have obtained
pood evi.lenee against a number of »h»' proprietors
of bucket-shop« In th» city who have been sending
circulars through the malls and sdvertlstng In
«mal! country newspaper« to attract customera
Tin« swindlers have been receiving sums of mnin-v
from many persons In the country on pretence of
using it In legitimste «peculation, and sealing
advice as to th.- manner In which stocks should
be bought or sohl Their biioks have been kept In
su.-h a manner thai the transaction« for cus¬
tomers Invariably show losses «nd this enables
the swindlers to pocket nil the money received.
Kor instan««e. whin an order Is received to buy
certain stocks, no entry Is tnnd«« In the bo.iks
until after the storks have gone up or down so

as to causo the operator to lose. Then th>. entry
I« niafle so as t«> Indícete that the stock was

bought or sold lust before the ticker Indiested the
ris.- or ft*ll of the ..tock.
The circulars sent out by the swindlers civ»

plausible excuse« to keep the victims operating
for months, ami the Look* furnl«h an apparent
defen«oe for the swindlers If any of the «-ustomers
come to the city to make investigation« A num¬
ber of reputable brok« rs in **»',-iil street have de¬
clared that the use of the malls by «uch swindlers
Otlfrhl to !,e Stopped, and they will give all pos¬
sible aid In the work '«f hrlnplnr the swln«llers to
