Dayton, at Paris, April 7, 1864, wrote: “The ques-
tion of recognition of forelgn revolutionary or
reactlonary governments ls one exclusively for
sar Executive, and cannot be determined inter-
nationally by Congressional action."”

80 EX-SENATOR EDMUNDS CHARACTER-

Philadeiphia, Deb, 20.—While declining 10 eXpress
a positive opinion as to the powers of Unngress in
the premises, ax-United States Senator George F.
Fdmunds, of Vermont, did not hesitats to-day to
speak of the untenable position assumed by those
who desire 1o have the “Republie of Cuba" recog-

nized,
“To recogniza as A separate and Independent

fState anything so mythical as the Republle of
Cuba,” he sald, “would put this country in A very
undesirable position, and one in which no elvilized
nation would like to be placed. The Republic of
Cuba has no stablility, no autonemy, no organiza-
tion, no capital. We may pity the condition of the
people and deplora the atrozities which are belng
committed on the lsland, but to go the length pro-
posed s something which no self-respecting na-

tion could do.

“Bhould the President veto the resolution, and it
bo passed over the veto, it would be a declaration
of Congress which, perhaps, would have the same
effect s If the President had signed It, If he, as
the Executive, should deem it had that lawful ef-
foct. Rut if the President s‘huu!d ba of the opinlon
that the recognition of a new Power was purely an
Executive function, and refused to carry out the
instruction of Congress, there would be nothing
}r.-ft for Congress to do but to either submit or
mpesch him for high erime and misdemeanor in
refusing to obey what they regard as a valld law,
Fut 1 hive no ldea that the resolution wiil pass, so
that that question ls hardly lkely ever to arise'"

“What is your n{ﬂnlon, enator, as to the right
of Congress to act in the matter?”" was asked.

“Well, perhaps it might be held that this privi-
loﬁe wis included in the Conetitutlonal provision
which gives Congress the sole right to declare
war, as it might be considered one of the elements
teading to such an event.”
