THE STORY OF A FILIBUSTER.

3. T. PERDUE RELATES HIS ADVENTURES IN CUBA
.- HIS LIFE SAVED BY GENERAL LEE.

Washingion, Dec. 23 (8peclal).—Marlon T. Perdue,
twenty-two vears old, was sent to his home in Rich-
mond, Va., to-day by the Sanitary Officer of tha Dis-
trist. He told a long story of having been in the
Cuban Army, and saya he owes his lite to Consul-
General Flizhugh Lee, General Lee, he eald, in-
terested himee:? In kls behalf and managel to get
him released from the Cabanas Prison, In Havana.
After his Uberation from prizon he jolned a filihuster-
ing party, and having been wounded in the stomach
with a machete and endured many hardships he con-
eludsd to return, and reached hera about Septom-
ber 1. Two years ago, he gald, ho shipped from Phila-
delphia on the English ship Linwell, laden with iron
ore for Havana. Soon after reaching the Island he
became interested in the cause of the belligerents
and joined the Cuban Army at Bantlago de Cuba,
While in the army, he says, he served under Captain
T.arenzo Palomeno. That was early last year, anl
he went to the Province of Pinar del Rio. While In
astive service he saw some hard fighting, and had
10 endura the hardships of war, glthough the food
was miod and he was not badly treated. He was
forced Inte battie and was wounded by a machete.
Thera is an ugly scar across his gromach, which has
nealed. Besides this wound he received two bulleis
fn his Jeg, and his leg was broken when he was beaten

with a musket.
Inatesd of belng taken prisoner and shot he was

country

rescued by the insurgents and returned to the hills of
Pinar del Rio, and when his health improved he wis
transferred 0 Jamalca, where he was treated inoa
hospltal. Being a good sallor he was engaged to do
some fillbustering for the Cuban cause, and he went
as captain of the boat Kknown as the Ammunition
King. This little flllbusier made two successful
wips, but on & third trip a Spanish gunhoat capiured
it and took all on board to the Cabanas Prison. Life in
ithe prison was not nard, exeep: when he became un-
ruly and meriied punishment. Then he was put in a
gungeon and fed on bread and water. In ordinary
tmes the focd, he said, was fair. Knowing what the
gpaniards had been in the habit of dolng with Cuban

fisorers, he expected to be #aot. Twice he was
smaong those selected to dle, and cach time General
Lee saved him, becausxe he is an American citizen.
