WINTF.R DESCENDS UPON THE PLAINS.

HEAVY RAINS FOI.l/>WKI> HY A COU) WWI'. AND
A DJUCP SNOW.

St. Paul, Minn., .Ian. I.A blizzard is blowing to¬
night In this section over an area 100 miles noriji
nnel south nnel COO milers east and west. Over most
of Minnesota lt hus been snowing from fourteen to
twenty hours, and theie ls from seven Inches bi slx-
t.-.ii inches of snow on the ground. The wind ls
blowing a gale from the north. The snow ls damp
and packs so solidly on tin-railway tracks iha! it ls
difficult for the* snow ploughs to work through li.
The snow lins also maele a wreck of telegraph
wires to the north nnel west of St. Paul. A11 trains
ore still moving, though some of them are hours
late. South Dakota dispatches say the storm ex*
tends as far west as the Black Hills. In the region
along the Mission Uiver from Chamberlain, 8. D.,
south to tho North Dakota line, raliway trains are

having great difficulty in moving, some cf them
having been abandoned for the night. The tempera¬
ture is from ll to 18 degrees above zero, though Bl
9 o'clock lt wis rapidly riowIuk colder. There will
be suffering among live stock if the mercury drops
to zero.

St. Louis, Jan. C .The heaviest rainstorm of re¬
cent years has prevail. .1 throughout Missouri,
N .rthern Arkansas and Indian Territory during
the' last thirty-six hours. In many places in West*
e-rn Missouri the streams are overflowed anel In
some places railroads have suffered from wash¬
outs. Last night lbs rain turned to sleet, and to¬

day n furious snowstorm ls raging. The tempera¬
ture has fallen forty degrees in Missouri ant East¬
ern Kansas In the last twenty-four hours, and In
the bitter section a genuine blizzard ls sweeping
over the country.

Her pumps were kept going,
and she will he partly unloaded, lt is likely that
she will have to be plae'ed in drydock for repairs
before resuming her voyage for Hull, I-.nglana.
A tugboat was sent for the Creole, which was

also anchored at Quarantine, her port rall and
davits having he>en torn away. When the tug
found the steamer, it was elecided that the latter
should proceed on her voyage, as the damages
to her were not serious.
The Lamport & Holt steamship Sirius, from

Rio Janlero, and the Quebec Line steamship
Orinoco, from St. Thomas, arrived at Quaran-
tine early yesterday morning and remained
there, as their commanders were unwilling ta
run the risk of attempting to bring them to their
pb'rs while the fog remained ito dense*. Mean-
while* the Old Dominion Line steamship York¬
town. Captain Dole, from Norfolk, made her
way through the fog and leachsd her pier in
safety about sunset.
The fe>g began to disappear about ll p. m. and

several steamships, among them the Cunarder
Aurania, were dimly diacerned lying at anchor
eiutslelt-* of Sanely lleiok. The s.-a WM smooth
anel the wind light, so that no apprehension was
felt for the safety of the fog-bound vessels, all
of Which are expected to reach their piers e*arly
this meirning. The fog was so dense through¬
out the day that the launches of the harbor
police were unable t., patrol the river fronts.
The Weather Bureau predicts for tei-day

cloudy weather with renewed fog, warmer tent*
perature and showers.
