<juai-r<>!, but it takes only one to make a dis¬
turbance, and if Mr. Parker neglects to do his

WORK FOB COW ICES.

With the beginning of the year the problem
of providing work for Hi" convicts in our Slate

prtsonfl and penitentiaries becomes one which

must lie solved al one for the sake of human-

Itv. The ronstituilon prohibit** the sale of tba
product of the labor of convicts nnd only per-

mlts them to he employed for public purposes
and in the manufacture >f good* for public con-

sumption. Thc task of saving liv.arleta
from idleness without violation of thc Consti¬
tution was a greater one than the Cominis-

sion,'is of Prisons cared to assume, and so they
threw il upon th* Superintendent who has
ben considering various proposals for convict
labor.
The greatest embarrassment conies from the

possibility of supplying all th* needs of the
state institutions In tin* lines on which con¬

victs have ordinarily been employed in a small
fraction of tbe limo at their disposal. Any
scheme tO extend the tieltl of their activities is

mei al every point by objection from some com¬

mercial or labor interest, until it would neem as

if the utily work which everyltody ls willing to
have a convict do is that superfluous sort which
neither public nor private enterprise would
think of having done for Hs own sake. Unless
the work is to be ind'istrially of the treadmill
order the prejudice against convict labor re¬

duces Itself lo an absurdity. To make supplies
for hospital! and poorhouses is to Compete with
free labor lust as much as to make chairs to be
sold. The limitations nt distance Interfere
with any complete system of rn.idmnking,
though advocate* ol ihat plan suggest that rail¬
road train* can be used to make convict labor
possible anywhere within Beveuty-flve miles of
a prison. Ii is certainly most desirable that our

ii ain trallon roads should be Improved both for
use and as an example, and any method of
making the prisons contribute to bettering the
highways should have favorable consideration.
Some of the authorities concerned have been

giving a most liberal construction to the Con¬
stitution, which, if correct, will remove some

difficulty, though il is likely io arouse the op¬
position of some trades. It is held Hint the
prisoners may bs properly employed in the
manufacture of materials for city departments
as weil as for public Institutions, that all the
brooms for the New-York street cleaning force
might properly be made nt Sing Sing and
Blackwell's Island, and that the suits which the
city has to buy for Insane patients sent to the
Stale hospital might come from the same

source. Such an arrangement would be a great
saving to Ihe taxpayers, but it would arouse

snell objection from every interest which reaps
a prom from furnishing supplies to tbe city
thal probably no government would cate tn pul
il ill force, even If it should prove to be lawful.
The work for convicts mt-st be found in strictly
Stale enterprises, and if enough things cannot
be Invented for them to do iu supplying institu¬
tions, roadimikiiig offers the best avenue for
the surplus labor.

TBE PACIFIC FUNDING BILL.
lt is an encouraging sign in ihe discussion of

the Pacific Railroad Funding bill, now under
way in Congress, thal a more general disposition
la manifested to treat the question on its merits
as a purely business matter between debtor and
creditor than erer before. The subject ha* bera
before < 'on-.'ress iii the form of efforts to adjust
the complicated and unsatisfactory relations be
tween ths* reids and Ihe Government by refund¬
ing measure* and extension of the debi for the
last twelve years. During this whole period, Bl
the record shows, for every hour of calm ami
Intelligent discussion of tbe subject (rom a pure¬
ly business point of view dais and days have
been wasted in thrashing over the old straw of
the Credit Woollier scandals of a quarter of a

century ago. in rlolenl denunciation and per
¦ona! abuse of the living rnd tba dead, and in
demagogic appeal* to class prejudices and pop-
ular passion. Mr. Patterson, of Tennessee, set
a good example in yesterday, debar- when bc
said he utterly disregarded both ihe sentimental
side of the question which made the projector*
of the enterprise meat public benefactors, and
the other view, that they were public robbers,
and proceeded to discuss thc pending measure

solely on its merits as a definite i--l.|iisimciii of
relations lief treen aa Insolvent debtor and n

reasonable creditor. Thal la a sensible and the
only sensible view to take of the situation. The
essential fads are that tbe liens have matured
and the debts are due. The simple and only
question ls whether lt ls more to the advantage
of the creditor io gram an extension apon terms

suited to the debtor's means and capacity ti*

pay, or foreclose the liens and take possession
of the property,
And that presents tbe issue in concrete and

either refunding or foreclosure being the only
alternatives presented can only mean In the
end Qorernment control with ali it implies*
That is tire real purpose of the men who are

Senator Mor¬
gan, of Alabama, has already Introduced a bill
in ihe Senate having that end bi view, and
though there H noi the slightest prospect of its

passage, ii points out very clearly what inu-t

She erldently believes that tliey can thus con¬

vince those now possessed of the ballot that

they are qrullfted to take e-ffeetlve part in poli¬
ties, am!, moreover. Impress their masculine al¬
lies with the belief that a partisan advantage
ls to be pained from Hie addition to the roting
bmly of a class of people who have been active
lu supporting their policy.
This might be an effective method for the fur¬

therance of lin- stiffrapist propaganda in certain
quarters. The temptation is strong for a party
in power io admit persons in sympathy with it
to a rolce in tin- iSovernmenl in In.pe of

strengthening itself. That temptation has led

WOOL GROWERS A\D MANUFACTURERS.
Tin- woollen manufacturers ami tin wool-

growers hare separately given a targe body of
Information lo the Committee of Ways and
Means, which its members will duly weigh. If
these two Interests, which an- often represented
by freetrader- .is essentially conflicting, had
managed to agree upon recommendations to

the committee, as they have done on some for¬
mer occasions, they would have accomplished
vastly mop than they could hope to accom¬

plish by Statements which, ai least in part, ap¬
peared to have been framed with Intent to
manifest a*, much divergence of purpose as

possible. When some wool manufacturers say
timi they could pet along with the present du¬
ties, if made specific, while others slate that
the Nest experts have Im-i'h unable to devise
practically applicable specific duties, and others
still ailinn that no duties can compensate them
entirely for ihe disadvantages. Involved by du¬
ties on wool, ami some wool -growers insist that
higher duties than those of the McKinley tariff
are absolutely necessary, ll ia easy io see that
they ar.- eiipaped in helping the opponents
rather than tho friends of protection.

special kinds of manufacturing, which require
no duiies or but linl" on ponds, who gre apt
lo forget that it would not exactly suit them to

drive all woollen manufacturers in thia country
into Just the same restricted line of production.

with other dunleath! producers. Important de¬

partments of the ma nula,-Hire were developed
for Ihe Brat time Iii this country by the McKin¬
ley act. and the extensive works established.
If forced ont of the production for which they
were Intended, would prove uncomfortable
eomiK'lltors for oilier works which have need¬
ed much less defence against foreign competi¬
tion.
Having tried free wool awhile, the manu¬

facturers have nason to know that it shuts up
a large share of works in ibis country, and
that the ad valorem duties which they tum

disastrous cannot be changed into specific du¬
ties without the hearty assistance of wool-
growing Slates. So w lol-growers have tried a

policy which promised them cheaper clotlflng.
They listened to elaborate arguments that if

they bought two subs of line foreign woollens
every year they would gain more tm the clothes
than they would lose on the wool us grower*.
Their experience has presumably taught them

something. Wool grown in Northern States
east of Ihe Mississippi wa* n September, IW0,
lc* to 1(12 cents per pound lower than it was

.Inly 1. I860, and wool of Slates anti Territories
beyond the Mississippi has declined relatively
as much. If the growers have not perceived by
this time ihe dishonest nature of thc plea that
a manufacture stimulated to the utmost by free
wool will give them higher prices for their
product, they are beyond learning anything.
These Interests can never thrive apart. It

ls not possible for on,* to shape legislation with¬
out the other. It ls not possible to build up an

extensive manilla, lure, under American con¬

ditions, without iis basis in a large supply of
American wool, and it is not possible to de¬
velop wool-growing, or evn to save it from
destruction. wlthOUl an extensive American
manufacture. If practical men who have
learned these things hy severe experience can¬

not see their way to united and harmonious ac¬

tion, the committee will have to explore a way
for itself. Th,- alli'- industries of wool-manu¬
facturing and wool-growing will have to lie

protected for the welfare of the country,
whether those who happen to represent them
arc able io devise a way or not
