TO REORGANIZE THE

REFOIT OF THE MILITARY AFFAIRS COMMITTEE
PRESENTED TO THE HOUSE,

Washington, Jan. 19 —Representative Hull, of lowa,
ehalrman of the House Committee on Milliary Af-
fairs, iald hefore the House to-day the report of that
committes an the kil to reorganize the line of the
Army. It shows that successive generala of the
Army and Secretaries of War for fifteen years have
recammended that a new organ)zation be adopted for
the infantry so tnat cach regiment shall be com-
posed of twelve compenies, making three battallons
of four companles cach. General Bherman, before
hia retiremont from active service, pointed out that
the Natlonal Guard of the esuntry wouldl reorganize
on the same lines, and that there would then be
thraughout the countrs these small, handy battallons
of four companics, lnstead of the large, cumbersome
regiments of ten companies—a bad tactical unit and
in practice always scattered. The Becreiary of War's
report for 1559 contains an ecarnest plea for an in-
creased force of the enilsted men as a result of this
proroted reorganization, his argument belng that the
strength of the Army should keep pree with the pop-
ulaton. Bubsequent reporis show that the three-
battalion organization has been adopted by every
warllke Power, the only exceptions helng Persia,
China and the United Brates, which adhers to the

battalion eystem. The SRecretary's report for
shows that If this country ever mét a military
contingency it would be forced to adopt such an or-
gan'sation. and that, too, without proper preparation.

A new tarif hill. Conferences are held every

day, and the facts and information nhmlnhl‘_

from every avallable and trustworthy source

are compared and discussed, Suggestlons and
recommendations in regard to rates of duty on
different artlcles are carefully conslderad in tw.
asprots:

First—The probable revenue to be derived from
various artlcles at the rates of duty proposed,

Second—The measure of protection which thoge
rates would afford to American manufacturers
and producers,

Muny of the facta and suggestions received
from officers of the Appraiser’'s Department and
other Treasury officlals have an important bear-
ing on both these points, and the same remark
is applicable to many statements and sugges-
tions recelved from manufacturers and mer-
chants of long experience, who are now votired
from active business, but who have personally
ohserved the working and effect of different and
differing acts of tariff legislation, and still feel a
lively interegt in the suliject.

A DIFFICULT PROBLEM PRESENTED.

That the committes will welcome and be grate-
ful for all the assistance it may receive in the
way of pertinent facts, information and pugges-
tions, as well as advice, goes without saying.
The task before it is a most difficult anid per-
plexing one. It = to replenish the revenues,
which at present are whaolly insufliclent to meet
the current expenges of the Government, and at
the same time to impose such rates of duty on
fmported goods a= will be adequate to protect
domestle industries from unequal and unfair for-
eign competition.

The perplexities of the task have heen multl-
plied and s difficultles aggravated by the con-
ditions which have prevailed and the legizlation
which hae been enacted slnce the incoming of
the present Administration, The depressing and
unfortunate effect of the threats which pre-
ceded the framing of the Wilzon bill was helght-
ened by the passage of that LIl through the
House of Representatives, It was then a meas-
ure to digcourage all doraestie Industries ani
paralyze most of them. Under it general pros-
perity could not exist. In some respects the
Senate Improved the bill and In some other re-

spects made It worse, and everybody hoped that |

at least some of the more injurious provisions
would be modified by the Conference Committes
to which it was sent. The hope was blasted,
and the measure with all its deformities and
imperfections became a law. It Is not surpris-
ing to find that the representatives of most of
the industries which were enjo¥ing greal pros-
perity five years ago and which have lan-
gulshed or suffered utter prostration in the last
three yvears, ascribe all their trouhles to the lea-
jglation of 1814 and demand at least a restora-
tion of the tariff rates of 1800, Some of them
demand even more than this.

PROTECTION STRONGER THAN EVER.

The Committes on Ways and Means must
sarefully consider the demands. It will not
be able to satisfy all of them in full, although,
as Chalrman Dingley sald in conversation with
a Tribune correspondent to-day, “It is undoubt-
edly true that the sentiment in favor nf Protec-
tion is stronger In this cogntry to-day than It
ever was bhefore. If it had heen as strong In
1800 the law we enacted that year would not
have been criticlsged and denounced so hitterly
as it was"

But the lawmakers of 1804 did things which
in many reepecis were even worse than the
reduction of rates of duty. By iN-consldered
and unaceountahle cnanges of clnssifieation and
the use of ohscure definitions and terms, ns well
as by the wholesale discarding of specific and
compound rates of duty and the substitution of
ad valorem rates, they not only made a mess
of legiglative hodgepodge, but deprived the
Government of at least a gixth of the revenue
which It was estimated the law would secure
deprived domestic industries of a large share
of the protection which the law ostensibly gave
to them and seriously injured and crippled the
business of honest Importers.

CONSIDERING THE CHEMICAL SCHEDULE

The majority of the Committee on Ways and
Means have heen engaged for a week In studying
and considering the first schedule of dutiable
artlcles—chemicals—with the ald of the Infor-
mation communicated to it by Treasury officials
and by practical manufacturers and Importers
and dealers of long experience. In that schedule
the substitutlon of ad valorem for specific rates
of duty was even moaore general and sweeping
than in some of the other schedules, and it has
worked results which are more astonishing than
sgatisfactory, One of these Is the apparent heavy
decline in the dutiable value of importations—a
decline many times ton great to be aceounted for
by ordinary fluctuations of prices, or even hy
vhard times For example, the dutiable viiue
of one article on which a pound duty was laid
by the act of 1800, and which Is Imported only
from England, where it ls manufactured by a se-
¢ret process, was about $00 a ton in 1805, and in
1866, under an ad valorem rate, the dutiable
value had shrunk to about $20 a ton,

In this schedule nlso, by changes of classification,
many articles which separaiely carried specific
rates of duty were thrown into “basket’ cinuses
at ad valorem and lower rates, and many other
articles were transferred from the dutiable list
to the free list. In the latter class at least one
article appears on both the dutiable list and the
free list, and a court has been called on o de-
clde whether the article shall pay a duty or aui
In view of the facte above recited, as well as
others which might e mentloned, the task of re-
vislon ig necessarlly an exceedingly siow and
laborious one, and it is not surprising to hear
that “the end of Bchedule A Is not vet in slgh”
after a week of indusirious toil.

A meeting of the Committee on Waye and
Means will he held to-morrow for o hearing on
he bill inroduced last week by Mr. Quige, of
