trusts or otherwise, appear to exist and to be In¬
creasing In number nnd Influence In this Com-
Sienwesltb, resulting in concentrating In the hands
, f a lew vsrioua important branches of industry,
.-renting monopolies, shutting out competition, dls-
pla-'.ng labor and driving thc citizens of moderate
means out ot business, with the effect that produc¬
tion ami price* nre regulated, not hy the natural
laws ot supply anil demand or the rules of normal
end healthy competition, but by tba arbitrary de¬
rision of comblnstlona operating together to <1e-
strey competition anel exact unreasonable charges
fr-rim the people; and
Whereas. It ls charged the combinations of

capital enjoy special nnd peculiar privilege's nnd
sdvantssei detriment*! to public interests, end
thai the laws hitherto enacted aro Inadequate to
furnish relief: therefore.

developed marvellously within recent vears a '-lass
of comblnstlona which seeks to secure absolute
control of a product necessary to the welfare or
convenience of the citizens-one which hy use of
the ...st reeourcea of wealth absorbs every com-
petition and finally reduces the consumer to'a con-
ditton of dependence upon the whim or capri'*.* of
a grasping monopoly. The j.eople recognize with
deep solicitude the rapid development anei expan¬sion of thes* croaturea of greed anel avarice, anil
tte Justly alarmed at the vast Influence and powerof concentrated wealth, revealed bv their continued
fxlstence and their open defiance of public opinion.All conditions of men feel the weight of tips un¬
natural and .legra ling bondage. Th- poor are the
special turrets of their avarice and tho helpleaaviolin's of their grinding oppression.Xo orr* w.ll deny that a spirit of general discon¬
tent is in the air. lt springs from the conviction,
whether right or wrong, that existing law is favor-
»bi» to the development of these trusts and dis¬
criminate- against Individual effort. Certain it is
that no legislation hitherto devised has been ade¬
quate ro con" with or check ta- spread of this
evil. Law- which at the time of their enactment
so-armed i ifflcient were r.o sooner placed upon the
statute hooks than expedients and aubterfugea
were resorted to which enabled the trusts to evade
proeecutlon and continue on their peculiar methoda
.Ith absolute immunity. Constitutional limitations
aggr- - *he difficulty of rea-I ini; ;, proper solu¬
tion uf the que«**'on. I>'it failures in tb> past
should not deter us from resolutely graaplng thia
problem and solving it fairly and Justly, bul wlth-
out fevar or favor, in th-" light of experience, with

energy. It ls rather a protest against the debase-
n .

General Robert Shaw Oliver, of the Third Brigade,

Tiie business of Ula session was
about to close, when General Oliver arose and said
he would like to see an expression given of the
desire of the association that po]lti<ians and politi¬
cal generals and colonels be* wiped out. He believed
that all the high offices in the Guard belonged to
the National Guard and that the Governor woulei
meet them halfway In the matter. He did not i-ee

why thoee places shoutei nor b-> a reward to ih«
offlcers of the Guard who had done well and were

qualified by the duty tney h.-id performed and the
ability thoy had shown as member* of the Guard
and not by work they hail done nt the primaries
He moved tba appointment of a commute-* of three
or five to convey to the Oovernor snd the i/cgis-
lature the desiree of tho sssodstlon and thc sens-?
