"The retail prke of coal." said a l'-adlng dealer,
whose remarks were indorsed by others of equal
promlnenoetln the trade, to a Tribune reporter yes¬
terday afternoon, "haa rot been affected by the
present snowstorm The price for good family
white-ash rial ls $5 25 a ton. which was the price
fixed on Octlbe* 1 Extra fine qualities are sold for
$5 Vi a ton, and red-ash coal ranges in price from
a-i'toTn ton. Should this atora continue, how¬
ever, or bo speer-ily follow* d by another, dealers
would be absolutely compelled to advance their
pesos* Detffery of coal to consumers _ extremely
dlfilcult, and is so costly thal no retailer ls able io
mah* a proht, while some, who are less favorably
situated thrill others, are supplying their customers
st un actual loss. The snow ls so deep und piled up
so _Mh alor-K the sides of the streets that only lU*ht
losds .an be carted, and even then about double the
tune ls consumed In delivering them that would be
needed if the street* were cl.-ar.
