‘The man who Is
ateald of the Lubonic plague in New-York had
Better keep away from the North Pale for fear
of dropping into Symmes's Hole,

There has been an extraordinary amount
of ponsense talked and published abont this
plagne; mueh of 1t s not only foolish, but erim-
mal. A few weeks ago we were solemnly tolid
that ane-fifth of the entive population of Bombay
was dying every weel,  That wonld mean that
Bombay had been reduced from a eity of NN
GOt town of 5000, the ather TO5,000 having
dieil of the plagne!  As n matier of fact, the
death rate, tusted of being one-fifih, has never
heen more than one-two-thousandth, and instead
of 705000 persons having perished, the toral
death roll from the plague for four months In a
elty of 860,000 {5 Tess than 4,000, In other words,
the mortality from plague in Bombay has heen
proportionately far less than from numerous re-
cent epldemies of typhoid, influenza and other
diseases elsewhers, and both proportionately
ol actually far less than from smallpox and
other epidemies In Havana at the present fime.

The mtbonie plague s a bad thing, no doubt.
So s anything that kills folk, But to say it is
the most contaglous and deadly sceourge ever
known to manklod is exaggeration. The fact
15, a% now whiely recognized, that It Is not
contagions nt all in the ordinary sense of the
term, us smallpox or mensles is, and in a large
proportion of cases [t ylelds readily to medi-
eal treatment. A healthy person may live In
the room with a plague patient, and nurse him
and come in the most intimate personal contaet
with him, and run no risk of contracting the
disense,  There s tneomparalily mors danger of
eateling smallpox, or yellow or searlet or typlins
fever, or any one of a dozen other maladies, than
there is of catehing the plague: seme of them are

it s deadly s the plague when eontreactiil,

aiel their greater powers of spreading make
them more formblable. Al the deaths that
Bave oeenrred at Bombay feom the plague are
bt o handrful eomparsd with those in the
Iiiten] States from an outhreak of yellow fever,
sl the appearanee of a slugles case of fever
in Florida wondd be greater eause for alarm
than the areival of a whole shipload of plagne
patlents fu the harbor of New-York.

The plague gt Bombay to<lay, as it was in
London in Befoe's and Pepys’s time, Is a filth
isense, pure aml stmple, It is propagated ex-

Lelnsively by gers, which do not exist o the

ale, bt puse e conveyed into the system in
food or deink through the allmentary ecanal.
