§ THE LATTER EHOULD

DR. PARKHURST SAY
TEACH UNIVERSAL NROTHERHOOD.

The Rev. Dr. Charles H. Parkhurat preached yes-
terday in the Madison Square Presbyterian Chureh,
and in the course of his address spoke abeut the
ways of schools whose objects are to fit hoys for
entrance to college, ““Those schools,” he said, “are
not manhood manufactorles, they are reramshops,’
and the boys understand them, and call them such.
A boy might as well go to school in the planet of
Jupiter so far as relates his consclousness to the
world at large.”

The preacher then went on 10 say that no action
s right that does not lle in range with the general
purpose of history. “That” he continued, “in the
last analysis Is the basls on which such questions ns
{mmigration and tariff wiil have to be sottled. There
is no use {n our thinking that any polley we may
adopt in regard to either of these matters will be
permanent If it s adopted by us with an exclusive
reference to our own National interests, and one of
two natlons has no more rights as against the other
than one of two men has rights as against the in-
torests of the other, This is not arguing for or
against tariff and immigration. Perhaps excluslon
of forelgn peoples and forelgn productions will ron-
tribute to our own aggrandizement In a way that
will make us more competent as a natlon 1o fulfil
the destiny that periains to us in our relations to
the rest of the world as an agency for the whole
world’s amelloration. That 1s concelvable, but that
does not affect at all the principle by w hich all such
matters are bound. The safest glatesmanship to-
day 15 that which proceeds with the distinctest ref-
erence to and clearsst consclousness of the best in-
tereats of all the world

“The fact that we have a strong minority of legia-
latore at Washington, who so far from respeoting
the interests of the world at large are equally con-
temptuous of the weal of thelr own country, Is no
indication that the i-uhi!:‘ drift is not toward larger
things. It is one of the pecullarities of our mode of
Government at present that legislators and the
people have Jittle in common. Nevertheless, the drift
of international relation is in the direction of com-

ehensiveness, and the poliey that will siand in

east danger of repesl will be that which teaches
the doctrines of universal brotherhood with most
emphasis and cordiality.”

He summoned Policeman Hurns, of the FEast
Twenty-second-st. station, and told him that, al-
though he had been at work In the suloon all day,
he did not remember hearing a pistol shot, The
news was broken to the dead man's wife’ who ut
first became hysterical, hut when ghe hnd bhecome
quieted she told the pollee that she could give no
other cause for the deed than temporary insanity.

SOUTHERN DISFRANCHISEMENT.

STRIKING EXTENT TO WHICH THE 8UP-
PRESSION OF THE NEGRO VOTE
HAS BEEN CARRIED. L

Washington, Feb, 14 (Speclall.—Representative
Murray's threat to enter a formal protest against
the eounting of South Carolina’s electorinl vote—
though not made good at the joint session of the
two houses of Congress last Wednesday—has gerved
to eall attentlon afresh to the wholesale dis-
tranchisement of voters which has been accom-
plished in recent years in a number of the South-
ern States. This process of disfranchisement ling
been carrled to Its most striking extent in South
Carolina and Mississippl, but there are five other
Stutes—Alabama, Georgln, Florida, Loulsiana nnd
Arkansas—in which the colored vote has practically
Been ellminated in both State and Natlonal elec-
tions.

Twenty years ago the art of suppressing the
negro vole was in its infaney. In the Fresidentiol
election of 187 the totakvote returned from South
Carolina, Alabama, Florida, Georgla, Misslsippl,
Arkansas and Loulsiana amounted to 868,114, Sinoe
that time these States have gained, according to the
United States census, 3,306,465 in population. Yet, in
the vear 186 they report only 791011 votes cast, an
aetual loss In the twenty years of 18103 votes
That this reduction in the numher of votes was
caused by keeping colored RepublicAn voters from
the polls Is shown by the fact that the percentaga
of the vote cast for the Republiean tlekets in
these States has dwindled year by year, untll it

reaches as low o figure as 4 per cent in _Alul-mnu
in 182 and 3 per cent In Mississippl In 1502, while
in Florida and Loulsiani no votes weroe recorded
four yeara ago for the Republican Presidentiad
candidate, Fewer votes were cast last No ber
In these seven States than st any preceding '.""‘i‘
dential election.

The placing of the shaft at Wakefield to mark the
birthplace of Washington was authorized by Con-
gress in a joint resolution approved on February 26,
1581, Thirty thousands dollars was appiopri od for
the purpose. About one-third of this was aliotied in
a resolutlon of 1863 for the construction of a wharf at
the nearest available point to the propoaed site, The
monument is erected upon the exact site of the hotze
in which Washington was born. It s of light Ver-
mont granite, 51 feet hight with a*bhase 12 feet squarc,
The shaft i» a eingle piece, 41 fret 4 inches high, and
welghs thirty-five tons, The design Is by Willlam J.
Crawford, of Buffalo, and was selected by General
Gresham, when Secretary of State, from a numbe
plans submitted 10 the State Department In response
to an advertisement inviting competition.

The monument was put it place In 180, and is de-
seribed by General Wilson as a eplendid s
workmanship. General Wilkon states that

INVENTIONS OF NAVAL OFFICERS,

A BILL TO 8ECTRE THEM FOR THE PUBLIC SER-
VICE--HOW THE INVENTORS MAY
BE COMPENSATED.

Washington, Feb, 14 (Bpeelal).—The question
whether the Government has the right to use, free
of cost, for pubille purposes inventlong of naval offi-
cers has been much discuesed In the Senate Com-
mittee on Naval Affalrs recently, Benator Chandler
has Introduced n bl providing, in effect, that when,
in the judgment of the Secretary of the Navy, the
publie interest will be promoted by the use In the
Naval service of devices eoverad by letters patent
fssued to ofMleers of thot séervice, the Government
may aequire the right to use such devies upon rates
of compensation determined to be fust and equl-
table by a board of naval oflecrs, In determining
the amount of compensation the board was to con-
#lder whether the Inventor had any facilitles in per-
fecting his Inventlon by reason of his employment
in the publle serviee,

A number of Important devices have beon per-
ficted by officers of the Navy, especlally guns or
parts of guns. Many of these are now in use on
board vessels of war, and others are to be emploved
