ENCE IN FOREIGN LANDS.
The American Board of Missionaries for Forels-n

Missions, Boston, has received from Its Foochow
c'hlnai Mission the fiftieth annual report of the
mission. In lt Miss H. C. Woodhull reports as

follows:
"All our churches are making special efforts tow¬

ard self-support, and the women have promise,! to
