RESCUED IN MIDATLANTIC.

A THRILLING ESCAPE HY A BARK'S CREW
AFTER A MONTH AT THE MERCY
OF THE SEA.

The Norweglan bark Persia, which left Cardiff
on January 3 for 8t John, N. B8, In ballast, with
nineteon men on hoard, s now tossing about In
midatlantle, abandoned and a derellet.  Bhe was
last sighted In a sinking condition on February 18
by the Britlsh steamer Mohawk, from London, and
her captain and crew were rescusd at great peril
I o rieing gale.  The rescus came none too soon,
s the men could have clung only & short thme
longer 1o the heaving holk.

The story of the Persia‘s vorage, from the time
she left harbor il the Mophawk lay by hor, s an
curlous an account of saillng 1t Wind and belng
zigzaggod nhout n course us is ofton furnished by
the vicissitudes of the deep sea.  The Peraln hod
got about half-way across the Atlantie, on Janu-
ary 22, when she ran into heavy westerly gales,
and hied to turn toll and =coud before the wind,
Thereafter, for nearly 4 month, she was buffetad
abour Wil polnte of the compuss by northerly and
westerly gales.  Bhe was driven to the en=tward,
back on her course, some 700 milen, but really cove
ered about twiee that distuner In beatlng and
veering, seudding and hauling off and on, alwayvs
tryine to work westwand,  Her course, as mapped
out, resembles 4 Chineses puzzle,

In the course of this buffoting the Persla began
to leak, and the pumps were sturted, not to he
abandaned until the shilp was deserted. On Feliry-
nry K a seamnn named Carpentier was lost over-
board. O February 17 the gele grew to a hurri-
cane.  The musts and rigging bogan to ga by the
board, and Frederlek Petersen, another seaman,
wie lost overboard. Distress signals were holsted
and by nlght fare sfgnals wore us d. At midnight
on the Sth Captain Gates of the Mohawk sighted
the Persin and bore down to her, Next morning
he sent a crew, under command of Chief Oflicer
Coueh, off to the distressed vesscel In oo Hfeboat,
The sea was running high, and the crew had to
Jump for the resculng bout, meny of them falling
in the U:'ut»-r and belng reseued with grent Jdiff-
culty. The Persia was left wo her fate, and the
Mohawk lunded Captaln Gjorsten and his sixteen
men in this port yveste i

The Mohawk ulso suffered In the gale. She car-
rled eattle, and nearly all her deck pens were
smashed, and her superstructure was damaged In
