Andrew D. Parker, who Mayor Strong and eev-

etal others are sorry was ever appointed Police

Commissioner of the city of New-York, met a small
audience last e»«enln«. at the Marble «"olleglate
Church, the church which Senator Plntt att.-n«ls. to

deliver an address upon the eplgramiratl«- theme,
"The Primary Organization of Political Parties
and the Importance of Good '«ClUaeas Taking l'art

Therein." The talk was delivered under iho au¬

spices of the Good Citizenship Committee of the
Christian Endeavor Society, whose members might
have talked ba-k to Mr. Parker upon the« subject of

"The Discipline of the Police Force and the Im¬

portance of All Good Commissioners Enrlr»av«>rlng
to Maintain It."
Neither Mr. Roosevelt nor Mr. Coalla WE» pres¬

ent, but Mr. Parker's private secretary took a

stenographic report of the gems of language that
fell from the lips of his employer, anel it Is to be-

presumed that Mr. Parker will present a copy of
them to the chairman of the Police Board.

It whs doubtless the- weather that made Mr.
Parker's audience' so small, but those who were

there llsteneil politely while Mr. P.irk«»r told tbetu
things th.-.l they knc-»v before. Tiie- « '.,mni!ssi..:i< f

«aid In the first place that while it might not be

compllmeniary to his BUdlenoS to say so, yet he
had been asked to spare no detail In his explana¬
tion of Just what the different pieces e.f th.- ma¬
