He replied: "In ÌKÙ, Just forty yee.rs ago. our de¬
partment had got Into a condition, from a variety
Of re.ison«, of demoralization. Generally It had
been handled absolutely Ly the Mayor, so that the
moral support of the people was taken from it.
To a certain extent the same state of facts sxlstl
to-day. The moral support of tho general public,
from a variety of reasons and cansas, has been
taken away from the Police Department; and no

department charged with the enforcement of law
can be efficient without th«· moral support of the
community behind It. In 1«T»T. then. Just ss row,
a Republican Legislature and Governor were In
power, and th. y passe.', the Metropolitan Police
bill, g.ving the Qovernor power to appoint the

«'ommlssion^-s. eliminating all that district and
political strife from the Police Department, snd
that bill provided for a grend reorcnnlz.r :on, for
efficiency and discipline; and it so ran along until
1ST·' when they passed what Is called the Tweed
charter The politicians, both here, in Brooklyn
and In Btaten Island, urged tv.o parsaae of that

charter, so that they n^.k-ht have sbeotuts charge
. Police Departments In the various cities and

localities, which theretofore had had 11:tie or no

say about It."

Bo long
the Burean of Elections is in the Police D«i
ment, of course, it can be conducted ther* under
their auspices It would be very much cheaper to

make it s separate bureau, but Just so long as that
bureau Is there, there should be mor·· than one

«'cmmissloner. When the Election Bureau Is un-
attached ? the Poll ·· Department, ti,ere should
only be one Commissioner."
