PROTECTION OF THE TREASURY.

Chairman Dingley has not yet explained, and
it is proper that he has not, the method by
which he proposes to prevent heavy importa-
tions of goods in anticipation of duties. But some
journals which speak for importers have been
discussing the matter with much interest, and
lave set up the claim that what they call a
retroactive duty would not be held valid by the
courts, The Tribune has ut no time suggested
such a measure, or supposed the committee
wonld attempt, by an act taking effect July 1,
for example, to make the rates of duty therein
contained payable on goods imported in March
or April. On the contrary, it was suggested that
a short, slmple act, which a Congress prepared
to support the Adminlstration should be ready
to pass within a week, might provide that the
duties fixed by an act to be passed hereafter
should take effect on all goods placed in were-
house, or imported directly for consumption
after the approval of such preliminary act, and
that bonds should be given for payment of such
duties upon the withdrawal of goods from cus-
tom houses or warehouses.

There can be no question of the power of Con-
gress 1o change the dutles, to give ample notice
tl:at it is golng to change them, and to require
that from the date of such notice importers shall
bind themselves to pay the duties hereafter to be
fixed, If limitation as to any class of duties
geems necessary, it can be provided by a single
clause, The phrase “retroactive” would not in
the least apply to an act requiring from the date
of Its approval the payment of duties to be fixed
in the future. Nor is it a step without precedent,
gince other natlons have pursued the same pol-
lcy, as the Importers are well aware. In fact, it
really seems that a government can hardly be
called civilized, in these days, which has not
jearnod to prevent importations of supplies of
goods for months or years uhead while it 18 en-
gaged In deciding upon the pieclse rate to be
fmposcd.

But if the indefinlteness of such a measure
peems to any a serious objectlon, it is unques-
tlonably within the power of Congress to provide
by an enactment which would require nelther
study nor honest debate that, after its approval,
the dutles imposed by certain sections of the Me-
Kinley act shall be and remalin in force untll the
proposed new tariff takes effect. Everybody
knows that the new Congress was expressly
chosen by the people to restore the protective
prineiple embodied in the act of 1890, and while
some parts of that act are no longer needed, and
others will doubtless be modified, it would be
no hardship to any interest to be obliged to pay
for three or four months the duties which were
paid for four years. The sugar schedule, for in-
stance, would be omitted because it would too
greatly reduce the revenue to make raw sugar
free, and perhaps it would not be a serious detri-
ment If the fron and steel and the cotton sched-
ules should be left to stand as they are for a
short time, without the changes which will
doubtless be made, But in some other schedules
the unlimited Importation of goods for three
months under the present law would be so ab-
surd, so injurlous to the Treasury, and so un-
just and disastrous to home industries, that a
Senator or Representative would go far to mark
himself as an enemy to Protection if he should
refuse temporarlly to revive McKinley dutles
for the prevention of such mischlef,

For this reason It does not seem easy to be-
lleve that the genuine protectionists in elther
house would oppose such a measure. The free
tiaders please themselves with the idea that the

even for a time; but there s not the slightest
known warrant for such an aesertion. On the
contrary, Sepators who have not acted with the
Republican party have distinctly stated that
they were ready to vote for the restoration of
substantially the same dutles that were embod-
fed in the act of 1800, Moreover, It ought to be
the objeet of every patriotic man, whether Deim-
ocrat or silver man or Republican, to provide
without delay enough revenue for the Govern-
ment, and to place the Treasury in a position
not to be defranded of part of the revenue which
it requires by anticipatory imports, The form of
provision is not of the least consequence, pro-
vided it 1s valid and sufficiently effective. No
question could be raised as to the validity of
either of the measures suggested, and certainly
an act reviving temporarily all or part of the
duties of a previous law would not be without
ample precedent.

THE ELLSWORTH BILL,

Tt hardly need be said that The Tribune is in
entire sympathy with the feeling of Indignation
and disgust at the dally Infamles of yellow jour-
nallsm which is finding expression In the utter-
ances of reputable newspapers and the action of
library trustees, clubs and social organizations.

For the unanimity with which the press of the |

whole country—for the slime of the yellow pes-
tilence has extended from Malne to Californla—
hae condemned and demounced these libellous
publications and their authors, we believe the
history of journalism furnishes no parallel. From
the welght of that condemnation The Tribune
would not detract one fota, and possibly nothing
that it could say would give it added force. But
because public opinion 18 so aroused, and be-
cause the manifestations of righteous anger arce
so apparent and so hot, The Tribune ventures to
make & suggestion by way of warning agalnst
indiscreet and jmpulsive action. In the right-
eous anger which gross outrages upon public
morals, private rights and common decency ex-
¢lte In the minds of good eltizens there is always
a certaim admirable quality which makes one
think better of his fellow-men as Individuals and
of human nature as a whole, All the same, It
is to be remembered that anger, however right-
eous and however provoked, is fatal to correct
judgment, just conclusions and wise conduet.
It is well to let anger cool before taking decisive
action. Otherwise the best of purposes may be
defeated.

It is & common delusion, and one, as The
Tribune has recently pointed out, that scems to
have had an abnormal growth during the last
three months, that all wrongs and abuses cin
be cured out of hand by the panacea of legis-
latlon. It is a grave mistake. There are few
wrongs or abuses for which the good old Eng-
lish common law does not provide sufficlent rem-
edles, if properly invoked, without the Interven-
tion of new statutes. The bill introduced by
Senator Ellsworth “to restraln the unauthorized
“printing and publishing of portralts or alleged
“nortraits of individuals” has for its alm, as Is
well understood, the suppression of one of the
features of yellow journallsm which have con-
tributed to make that class of publications not
only offensive to good taste, but a crying shame
and public nuisance, And it is not to be denied
that public opinion approves the bill. The press
of the clty and State, we believe, with practical
unanimity faver its passage. Indeed, the two
conspicuous offenders against which it is almed
have, after a fashlon, with grotesque eynicism,
given it qualified approval, each assuming that
the other is the sole object of attack. The Trib-
une, however, though in perfect agreement with
its contemporaries as to the desirability of the
end which thig bill has in view, Is compelled to
differ with them as to its practicability or the
necessity for additional legislation on the sub-
Ject,

In point of fact, we believe the Dill as It now
stands is in violation of the Constitution, and
could not be enforced. It Is by far too sweep-
ing in its terms, and certainly infringes the con-
stitutlonally guaranteed liberty of the press. In-
herently it Is no greater offence to print the piet-
ure of & man without his consent than to print
his name without similar authorization, The
present law of 1ibel covers carlcatures of the per-
son as well as printed libels, No new legisla-
tion is needed to make that form of libel actlon-
able. And this is something that meeds to be
borne somewhat earefully in mind in conslder-
ing the pending measure. If the men who bave
been most grossly libelled in these sheets by
carleatures and eartoons and seandalous charges
affecting their character and standing in the
community were to avall themselves of the legal
remedies easily attainable, there s no doubt that
through their prosecution for multiplied offences
the publishers would either be driven to bank-
ruptey or compelled to mend their ways and
show some regard for common decency, It
would be a great public service if the victims of
these piratical prints would for once sacrifice
their aversion to notoriety and bring the pub-
lishers to book and to justice. So long as they
do not and will not, yellow journalism will run
fts foul course. It is uscless to enact new laws
on the subject. Laws do not enforce themselves,
The only effect of the Ellsworth bill, if passed,
would be to add another absolutely dead letter
to the statute-book.

And perhaps, after all, the most salutary and
most effective remedy for yellow journalism will
be found in the process now golng on of ellminat-
ing it by the force of a wholesome publie sentl-
ment, When it comes to be known that self-
respecting persons cannot be hired for any
amount of money to contribute to It, and repu-
table citizens avoid the sight and touch of It,
there will be an end of it.

THE PENDING TREATIES,

not be thus ratified.
nothing of a contentious or debatable nature,
except the clause about Mount St. Elias, and
a8 that gives the United States a dozen square
miles of land it would not otherwlse le en-
titled to it should certalnly not be cause for
objection on this slde of the border. The treaty
is designed, Indeed, to transact a bit of business
concerning which there Is not and never has
been any dispute. A few days ago there was
a hiut that some one would object 1o it because
it does not provide for marking the entire boun-
dary, and would demand that In Its place a new
treaty be negotiated to cover the whole ground.
That objection cannot be well taken, The Alas-
ka boundary consists of two parts, the disputed
and the undisputed. The delimitation of the
one by diplomatie process and the marking of
the other by surveyors and mathematiclans are
two entirely distinet and separate tasks. They
must be performed In different ways, and they
should be provided for by separate treaties. The
pending treaty satisfactorlly disposes of one.
The other will In due time be dealt with on It
own aecount,

Alaska Treaty, this latter is of a highly conten-
tlous nature. It deals not with facts, buf with
theories, policles, contingencles, principles. 1ts
fundamental doctrine is undoubtedly correct.
But In some of its detalls it may need amend-
meat. To dispute not only the right and the
propriety but the Imperative duty of the Senate
to consider 1t carefully with a view fo such
amendment Is to challenge the anthority of the
Federal Constitution. It has been sald by the
advocates of “Jamming It through” that any
material amendment of the treaty would eause
Great Britaln to repudiate it altogether. That
such is not the case Lord Salisbury himself hns
made clear. Then It has been sald that such
amendments as have been proposed would de-
stroy the value of the treaty and make it merely
a “useless and somewhat childish formula of
goodwill,”  To this a writer in “The London
Spectator” makes effective reply. He points ot
that that very optlon of referring or not refer-
ring certain questions to the tribunal may make
it easier to induce States to conclude such arbi-
tration treaties, and he reminds his readers that
the Parliamentary representatives of fourteen
European States who met at Brussels two years
ago to formulate a scheme for a High Court of
Arbitration put Into thelr scheme exactly such
an option.

The sentiment of the Nation on the subject is
now pretty well known. ‘Ihat of the President
was expressed in his Inaugural Address in un.
mistakable terms. The opinions of the leaders
of the Senate have also been disclosed. It now
remains for the Senate to perform its constitu-
tional duty, without other fear or favor than
may be comprehended In its responsibllily to the
States it represents and the Nation whose In-
terests It conserves. There is reason to helieve
it will perform that duty wisely, in a manner
that will be honerable to the United States and

CONGRESS AND THE FOREST RESERVES.
Not the least important of the matters which
may come up at the extraordinary session of
(ongress beginning next Monday Is the Execu-
tive act of February 22, by which more than
21,000,000 peres were added to the forest reserva-
tlons of the United States, The Senate amend-
ment to the Sundry Civil bill annulling Presi-
dent Cleveland's proclamation, and the searveely
less objectlonable proposition which the House
adopted, were finally replaced by a provision
which had no practical significance, Inasmuel
us It has since been found to have been merely
a reafMirmation of a power which the President
already possessed. With that amendment the
sundry Civil bill was sent to Mr. Cleveland, but
died In his hands, leaving his proclamation in
full foree. It is possible that no similar attempt
to stop or restriet the operation of a beneficent
net will have a chanee at the coming session,
but It eannot be doubted that the apponents of
forest reservation will do what they can. We
do not belleve that the opposition has increascd
to any considerable extent within the last fort-
night, but it Las found emphatic expression, and
for this reason it ought to be clearly recognized
as proceeding from ignoranee or selfishness.
The great policy which President Harrigon put
into practice and President Cleveland extended
does not Involve the saerifice of any legitimate
{nterests in the regions withdrawn from public
sale.  Mr. Gifford Pinchot, secretary of the Aecad-
emy of Sclences Commission, put the case exaet-
Iy right in the Interview which The Tribune re-
ported yesterday, “The intention of the Com-
mission,” he sald, “ls to prepare and recommend
g plan by which the whole value of the re-
sgorves may be used for the good of the people,
“and by which none of their resonrces will re-
“main undeveloped. We have no desire to pro-
“tont these forests against use, but against de-
sgtructlon. It must not be forgotten that the
“yudicious eutting of the timber is essential 1o
“pight forest management, and that the best of
“all ways to insure the protection and preserva-
“tion of a forest Is by use While an efficient
gystem of organization and oversight s prepar-
ing it Is essentlal to the preservation of these
forest tesources, Including the timber which
covers the land, the soil from which [t derives
tts nourishment and which it reclprocally notr-
{shes, and the sources of water supply which It
conserves, that they should be put under the
comprehensive shelter of an Executlve proe-
lamation, If the Commission shall be sustained
by Congress, a system of management will be
established of such a character as to meet the
requirements of settlers, while permanently pro-
moting the universal welfare of the country.
Perhaps most of the objectors wonld admit
that the purpose is salutary, but it I8 insinunted
and even asserted that the Commission is unfit
to carry it out, being made up of theorists, closet
students and soclal philosophers who have no
intimate knowledge of practieal eonditions or en-
pacity to apply It wisely if they had,  Well, et
u¢ consider who the men are who made the in-
vestigation and report upen which the Presl-
dent's proclamation wes based. At the head of
the Commisslon is Professor Sargent, Director

AN EXHIBITION AT THE UNION LEAGUR
CLUB. :

The art exhibitions at the Unlon League Club
have had a rather difficult time In getting them-
selves organized this year, but with the last ‘one
of the season the Art Committee concludes s
labors In a hlaze of glory. Twenty-seven old mans-
ters adorn the walls—Dutch, Flemish, Italian and
English—and there is hardly a panel which could
well be spared from the collection. 1t 18 composed
chiefly of portralts, with a group of landscapes, &
good plece of genre by Jan Bteen and another
equally characteristic by George Morland; a beau-
tiful still-life study by Willam Kalff—a seventeenth-
century Dutchman who combined great natural-
ness with peenliarly brilliant polish—and & free,
vaporous, mythologleal sketch attributed to Van-
dyke, There Is also a spirited “Marine"” by Jan
van Goven, done In monotone and interesting as%
typleal of an unfamillar phase of his art. Van
Goven Is usually placid in motive and pearly in
tone, In this example there Is ronsiderable move-
ment, and the sepla tones are at once turbid and
attractive, suggesting a greater spontanelty than
the painter commonly shows.

he most (mportant of the portraits Is n large
study of Rembrandt, painted by himselt in 1635,
when he was In mid-career, It {s not one of his
great canvases, the modelling of the face being
below the level of his best work In delicacy and
precislon, but there is much rugged truth and rieh,
olly brushwork, and in the animatlon of the eyes,
the vitallty of the flesh, this production 1s dis-
tinetly impressive, Later In life Rembrandt would
have made his tones cooler than in this canvas,
cooler and more mellow, but we have here the
acoustomed vigor and mastery of his art. It 18
thoroughly representative for Ita period. The
smaller and much earller “Partralt of a Young
Man'' Is a smoothly painted work of modgrate in-
torest. On the opposite wall hang two portraits
by Paulus Moreelse, who is not especially eminent
in the history of painting, but who shows In these
panels his best qualities In thelr best estate. The
head of “Lyman van Volbergen” 18 beautifully
painted, the carnations ripe and glowing, the
modelling a little hard yet adequate and artistie.
In both these portraits the treatment of the ruffa
of the sitters Is notlceahle for a delighttul breadth,
touch in curlous contrast to the
cloge handling of the faces. For minute elakora-
tlon the large Pourbus at the end of the gallery
carries off the palm; It is a rich, archale decoration,
mare decorative, in faet, than platarial, but very
engnging in lta forid, jowellod surfaces. These
portraits, and we had almoet sald the larger Ram-
brandt too, pale into insignifieance for sheer love-
liness and sensuous charm heside the sketchy
“AMrs, Campbell,” by 8ir Henry Raeburn, e Is an
artlst rarely seen in Amerlcan collections, and not
often encountered abroad in =0 good & e as
the present, He never quite attained the power of
his elghteenth-century contemporaries, nor thelr
fame, but like most of the good Eritish painters
of that time he had taste, elegance, i fesling for
grace and sentiment, and he painted this portralt
In & mond of bewltching ease und suavity, The
plgments are thinly laid on, and the deltcate fabrics
of the sitter's costume are handled with the ut-
most softness, The brushing Is 2 Httle rechless,
and thers are passages which seem not only
sketchy but incomplete.
