WATER GAS MORE POISONOUS THAN CPAL GAB,

EXPLOSIONS OCCUR 1IN THE BUBWAYS—

AN OFFENSIVE ODOR NECES3ARTY.

The suggestion that some of the recent cases of
alleged sulclle and supposed Incerdiarism have
been the result of the nceidental leakage of illumi.

| naping gas hos aroused conslderable interest among

city oficials and others, and has had the effoct of
warning the community against the danger of
leaving gaa jets turned low at night. or any other
time, lest they may be put out, wllowing the polson-
ous fuld to escape and endanger life. The mas
now in common use is called water gas, although
porhaps o fifth of the gas consumed in this city Is
tlhie older-fanhioned coal gas It 18 admitted on all
hands that water gas 18 more dangerous than coal
gus, not only because it is heavier, and therefore
terds to sink rather than rise, but also because i
contains m larger percertage of noxlous carbonic
oxlde and carnonle acid.

The water gas 18 cheaper than coal gas, In that
stotement 8 comprised the reason why the com-
panles prefer to deliver witer gas to thelr cls-
romers; but, tn splte of the cheapening of the proc-
ess of manufidcture, they have never shown a de-
sire 1o divide thelr Incredsed profita with the pub-
le by mivk them gus ot u lower price. At the
time w5 as first came into use, fifteen or
twenty y®ars ago, there was widespread apprehen-
ston regarding the additional danger 1o consumers,
and In many houseés extra precautions wWere taken

| to prevent gusplpes from ledking.

WHAT PRESIDENT WILSON BAYS

When spoken to on thls subject yesterday, Presi-
dent Wilson, of the Health Department, gald that
It was not a matter to which the Liepartment had
glven any special attention, although some wiatch
was Kept by the chemist of the Department on the
quality of gas supplied to peaple in the clty Fx-
piosions had been frequent in the subways, but he
had never heard of an explosion in 4 gas main, and
did not believe that one could happen in such a
place, because gas and air had to be mingied In
cortain proportions to make them exploaive. Whap
the right proportions were had, an explosive mixt-
ure resulted that would be set off by a apark of
flame. In the laat five years there had been fifty
such explosions in the subways, occasioned hy the
soliection of gas in vaults below the manholes,
wiich in some way becume lgnited, He supposed

| that the recent explosion in the big aubway In

Boston was caused in gome such manner.

AS 10 the possiblilty that people believed to have
committed suicide had inhaled gas that escaped by
inadvertence, Mr. Wilson sald that he would not
cate to express an opinion In the absence of Knowl-
edge of all the facts In auny particuiar case; but he
admitted that a person found dead from Inhallng
gas In a room the windows of which gere opan
could hardly be nccused of taking his own lfe
He felt the same way in reference to fires alleged
to bé the work of fircbugs, when they might have
hesn due 10 esCARIng gas aceldentally lgnited, and
sald tha: an examination of the special "F""m'
stapces n any case would be needed befors a falr
judgmen® could be rendered

In refersnce to fuel gas, so called, Prasident Wil
son declared that he would regard its use In the
city as excessively dangerous, e e I8 gave off
no odor, and therefore, If It was leaking Into a
room, lts presence could not be detected. None of

this was tsed here as yet, although 4 compuny

had endeavored to get a franchise from the Board
of Aldermen so that jt could luy plpes In the
siropts.  If this gas were used, Mr. Wilson sald
the manufacturers should Le pequired 1o put in it
ingredients that would give It a strong odor

A TALK WITH DE. MARTIN,

By far the lapgest quantity is water gas
which forms about 8 per cent of the total Of the
Pintsch gan the dally production |s aboul four hun-
dred (housand feet; it is used only for Hghting cars
An analysis of the water gas shows it to be made
up as follows: Carbonlc acid, a4 per cent; Hlumi-
nants 164 oxygen, 1 carbonic oxide, 24; hydro-
gen, 4216, marsh gas (which furnishes 4 good part
of ‘he lluminating quality), 2.5 nitrogen. 1.1e

“ionl gas contilns much lesa carbonlc acld and
carbonle oxide, and Its speciflc gravity is consld-
erably less. It therefare tends to tlae, and so =
less ilkely to mecumulate in vaulis, subways and
the like. Gas escaping from.an open burnef In u
room has & tendsncy to diffuse (tseif through the
air in mocordange with the law governlng gases.
On account of the odor, iis presence is dily de-
tected. It {8 possible, rhough, tmhl a perSon lying
in u bed might be killsd by Inha escaping gus
and he reportéd as a suleide, but I have no per-
sonil knowledge that such cases have occurred,
