THE TRANSMISSOURI FREIGHT DECISION.

DISCUSSION OF THE EFFECT OF IT ON THE JOINT
i

TRAFFIC ASSOCTATION.

The great importance of the TUnited States
Supreme Court decision against the Transmis-
sourl Froight Aseaclation, although tha freight
association has been dead for three years, 18
conceded by rallroad officers.  The decision

_threatens other railroad traffic associations, in-
cluding tha Jolnt Traffic Association, the mem-
hership of which Is compoged of the Trunk lines
and thelr immediate Western corngctions.
Genrge B Blanchard, the Commlssioner of the
association, vesterday declined to express an
opinion on the Transmissouri declslon.

The effect of the decision in Wall Strest was
conglderable. It caused a general decline in
the prices of gtorks, whereas hefore the iendency
of values had been distinctly upward. The
opinlon was expresaed (n gome quUarters that the
declsion was the most serious blow that had
been striick at raliroads since the passage of the
Interstate Commerce act, It was thought, how-
ever, that the decision might force a modifica-
tlon of the existing law by showing that It
was Impossible for the rallroads to Hve under 1t

In the Transmissourl case two questions
wers involved, viz, first, whether the Sherman
Antl-Trust law applied to common carriers;
and, second, whether the railroad agreement
violated the Anti-Trust law. The Court seams
to have decided hath affirmatively., A cnge,
however, will have to ha made out against each
individual rallroad associntion and tried on 1ts
merits. Thoa apalication of the Transmigsourl
casa to the Joint TrafMe Association will ba de-
termined first. Thers were two decisions in fa-
vor of the Transmissour! aggocition previous
1o the final one agalnst it. There have hean two
declsiong fn favor of the Joint Traffic Associa-
ton. Tf the final declsion is against It, the
assaclation will not go out of existence, but
will reorganize.
