The rapld growth of active opposition to the
charter is a fact which hae to be admitted even
by those who wish that it conld be ignored. It
i= spoken of as a sudden development, and so,
in a sense, it Is; but It has tollowed naturally
upon a diffusion of knowledge concerning the
terms upon which consolldation s projected, and
It has undoubtedly heen fostered by the pro-
coedings of the Legislature, Until a short time
ago pobody knew or conld know what the char-
tor contained, aslde from a few conspleuons
features, such as the dual assembly, the bi-
partisan eonstitution af the Police Board and the
Mayor's limited power of removal. But since
the document was sent to Albany a hot fire of
facts and arguments las been steadily directed
agalnst it by assoclations and Individuals who
pave all the time been gaining a clearer com-
prehension of the mischief it threatens, and this
attack all along the line has produced lts legitl-
mate effect. Perhaps a still stronger nfluence
bas been exerted among those who were dls-
posed to accept the assurances of the Charter
Commisslon by the abundant evidence of the
fiimsiness of those assurances which the Legls-
lature has furnished from day to day. The
Commisslon declared that it had supplied all the
appropriate and necessary means of self-govern-
ment, and that henceforward there wonld be Iit-
tle or no outside interference with metropolitan
affairs. The Legislature promptly proceeded to
make this cheerful guarantee worthless hy un-
dertaking to put all sorts of audacious Jobs bee
yond the Jurlsdiction of the government wlich
the charter ereates, thus vividly Hlustrating the
ense with which the basis of all the Commis-
slon's ealeulations can be upset at any time.

Mayor Strong has been quoted, perhaps inex-
actly, as saying within o day or two that searee-
Iy anyhody seemed 10 be o favor of the char-
ter, and we have no doubt that Le has been
deeply tmpressed by the extent and weight of

THE BETTER WAY.

The Connecticut Legislature deserves mueh
credit for withstanding the temptation to estab-
lish a bad precedent by rewarding out of the
State Treasury a most excellent man who has
rendered great public service throngh a long
period of years for small compensation, but yet
who has no legal clalm npon the State.  The
Hon. Henry Barnard, of Hartford, 1s known
throughout thy country as an educator and au-
thor. Por glxty years he has been congplenons
as an advoeate of reforms in the publie sehool
eystem, of Improved methods in the construe-

schools, teachers' lnstitutes and pormal acad-
emies, and of most of the changes which have
tended to the elevatlon of standards and broad-
enlng the scope of publie instruction in onr com-
mon schools. A native of Connectient, of which
State he has been a resident most of his life,
his publie service has not by any means bern
confined to that State.

THE HOLSE TARIFF BILL.

The Tariff Lill, as amended by the House dur-
ing the rush of the elosing days of so-called de-
Fate, has been printed and compared with the
bill originally imtroduced Mareh 15 by Mr, Ding-
ley. It will be remembered that he, with the
other Republican wewbers of the committee,
had been engaged In maturing the measure al-
wost constaptly sinee December 1, #o that it
was In fact the product of Investigation and
eareful work for three months and a half. The
committea continned [t labors while the bill
was pending, offering amendments in part mere
corrections of pliraseology and In part to cure
oversights In trunseribing, but quite a number
of substantlal chaugez were made after the fur-
ther Investigation which the committes gave,
with suggestions by all other members of the
House, In all, thers were seveuty-seven amend-
ments, counting each as it appears, though
some of the twelve changes from the free list
to dutigbles sehedules appear to have been reck-
oned twice,

The general! tenor of these amendments is to
restore the dutles of the MeKinley act In eases
where, on first investizgation, the commbiies had
proposed somewhat lower or hilgher duties. The
most pumerous changes were in the eliemleal

THE COREAN TREATY.

It will not do to assume that Japan has heen
altogether heaten o diplomaey by Russia. She
has eertainly not heon ousted from Corea, nor
even foread into a secondary place in that King-
dom, On the eontrary, she ling compelled Russia
to rellnquish her most extreme pretenslons. The
treaty botween Russin and Japan, recently con-
cluded, makes this elear,  How faithfully the
provislons of that instrumeat will be observed
by the two Powers Is 1o be seen.  Present indi-
catlons are, however, that Japan is sufficiently
wide-awake and energetie to forestall any action
by Russia detrimental to her Interosts.

The treaty explicltly and emphatleally reas-
serte the Independence of Corea, in both do-
mestle and forelgn affairs, in terms substantially
fdentleal with those agrecd upon by China and
Japan in ths Treaty of Slmonosek!. The slgnn-
tory Powers declare their readiness to support
the King of Corea In all measures necessary for
the malntenance of order in his |!ntnin:-rn*: and
to that end propase to ald him In forming an
adequate native pollee foree and standing army.
